T h is  Christm as we bow a t the m an­
ger, in sp irit, and  as we worship Christ, 
the new born King, may we give Him 
the  most precious gift we can offer— 
o ur hearts, o u r love, o u r lives com­
pletely; may we dedicate ourselves anew 
to H im . If Christm as is to b ring  the 
joy and happiness w hich belong to it, 
it m ust becom e m ore th an  a gala time 
of trees and  tinsel, of fun  and  shopping, 
and  th e  exchanging of m ateria l gifts. 
It m ust include the  gift to th a t One 
w ithou t whom  there  w ould be no C hrist­
m as—I m ust give myself to the Christ 
of the m anger.

I pray th a t th is may be for you the 
happiest and m ost blessed C hristm as 
you have ever had!
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THE 
SIMPLICITY

In St. Luke’s telling of the Christ­
mas story there are brought into 
juxtaposition two characterizations of 
Mary’s newborn Son which must 
strike the thoughtful m ind as all but 
hopelessly paradoxical. They are 
found in Luke 2:11 and 12. One is 
“a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord” while the 
other is this: a “babe wrapped in swaddling 
clothes, lying in a manger.” On the face of it we 
are moved to ask if it is really possible for both of 
these designations to apply to the same individual.

T his is such a familiar passage that the element 
of paradox which it contains clean escapes us. 
But it is really there, and for critical minds it 
bristles with difficulties. Could a Child born in 
such circumstances possibly be the world’s Saviour? 
W ould Christ the Lord, with a universe at His 
command, choose a stable in which to be born? 
Indeed, could the living God thus become flesh 
and dwell with us as a Man among men?

W ith minds of a certain type there are real 
difficulties. But the fact remains that, despite the 
element of paradox, what we read here is eternally 
true. T he symbolic name for Mary’s holy Child 
is Em m anuel—“God with us.” Indeed, it is far 
more than symbol, for God is surely “with us” in 
the birth  of Jesus. No one but Almighty God 
could have devised the Incarnation. And as God 
planned it, the extremes meet at Bethlehem: the 
world's divine Saviour and the Son of Mary are 
one and the same. Such is “the immense simplicity 
of God.” W hat does this great fact say to us as 
we approach another Christmas season?

I
I t says, first of all, that God reveals himself in 

commonplace happenings and not in portentous 
events. Take the fact of hum an b irth  itself, as a 
vehicle of the Incarnation. Despite its persistent 
wonder, its insoluble mystery, birth  is one of the 
most familiar of our hum an phenomena. An 
everyday occurrence is hum an birth; yet God, in 
His inscrutable wisdom, chose this m ethod for 
bringing His Son onto the stage of hum an history.

Consider the family circle into which this wonder 
Child was born. We make much, and rightly so, 
of the fact of our L ord’s hum an descent from 
David. Yet there were none of the trappings of 
royalty to identify these strangers from Nazareth 
who were returning to David’s city of Bethlehem 
for the enrollm ent decreed by Caesar. They were

the humblest of the poor. Yet they 
were entrusted with the custody of 
this Treasure.

Consider, further, the announce­
ment of this amazing event—to shep­
herds standing their night watch on 
the Judean hillside. None of earth’s 

great, neither Caesar nor Herod nor the high priest, 
were in on the holy secret. T he toilers and men 
“weary and heavy laden” were the ones to whom 
the heavenly annunciation was made.

Consider, again, the fact that once the event of 
His birth  came to pass, oblivion seemed to swallow 
it up. T rue, “the shepherds returned, glorifying 
and praising God for all the things that they had 
heard and seen” (Luke 2:20). But the excitement 
soon passed and the profound events of that holy 
night were forgotten amid the drenching common­
places which filled up the lives of men. Yet into 
the midst of these commonplaces God had come 
with the long-awaited gleam of hope.

II
T his immense simplicity of God says to us, 

again, that it is the very humblest of places that 
God chooses to transfigure by His presence. The 
preoccupied inn, with its “No vacancy” sign, is a 
case in point. I t is not reprehensible necessarily 
that the innkeeper had no room left. He had not 
been apprised of the coming of these late arrivals. 
Yet by having thus to deny accommodations to 
the Holy Family, however regretfully, this modest 
inn in Bethlehem has come to be the best known 
hostelry in the world!

T he stable, in which the Baby Jesus first opened 
His eyes on the world He had come to save, is 
again a case in point. It was probably only a 
cave in the hillside behind the inn, redolent with 
the pungent odors of the barnyard. W hat an earthy 
place in which to be born! Yet this was God’s 
choice. Jesus’ life and labor in the Nazareth home 
and in Joseph’s carpenter’s shop, His frequenting 
of the boats of Galilean fishermen, His joy in the 
borrowed home in Bethany—all these speak elo­
quently of God’s concern to transfigure by His 
presence the humblest places of earth rather than 
the seats of those of high degree.

III
God's immense simplicity says to us, finally, 

that it is with the commonest of common people 
that He chooses to live and labor. No student of

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the life of Jesus can fail to be impressed with the 
way in which He shunned the artificialities of the 
world. His followers were recruited from the lower 
classes socially, with some quite unlikely figures 
among them. T he most eager listeners to His mes­
sage were found among the “submerged tenth” 
known as “publicans and sinners.” Perhaps these 
more than others sensed the depth of their need

and so were willing, as others high in self-regard 
were not, to receive the spiritual healing of this 
Physician of the soul.

Thus in the Christmas event do we see winsomely 
portrayed the immense simplicity of God. And, 
as Phillips Brooks sang so beautifully:

Where meek souls will receive H im  still,
The dear Christ enters in.

ISAAC WATTS
(Author of “Joy to the World”)

In  1719 Isaac W atts published his Psalms of 
David Im itated, which contained 150 poems desig­
nated to offer what he called “Christianized” 
versions of the psalms. “Joy to the W orld” was 
contained in  this com pilation and was inspired 
from the latter part of the ninety-eighth psalm. 
(This would be a good psalm to read during the 
festive season.) Lowell Mason arranged the melody, 
Antioch, in 1836 and it is generally accepted that 
he borrowed it from H andel’s Messiah.

Isaac W atts was born in Southampton, England, 
July 17, 1674, and was the son of a prom inent 
member of a N onconformist Congregational church. 
At the age of seven he composed his first poem 
and the discovery happened in  this manner. Mrs. 
W atts conducted a boys’ boarding school and of­
fered a farthing to the boy who wrote the best 
poetry. She received the following anonymous 
poem:

I  write not for your farthing, but to try 
Your other farthing-writers to out-vie.

N ot knowing it was her seven-year-old son that 
wrote it, she awarded the prize to this couplet. 
Young Isaac kept pu tting  everyday incidents into 
poetry un til his father begged him  to dispense 
with this practice. Yet youthful Isaac continued 
un til Mr. W atts vowed he would use “woodshed 
theology” to “spank the poetry out of him .” As 
his father was adm inistering the thrashing, a tear- 
streaked face looked up at him  and improvised 
this:

Dear father, do some pity take,
A nd I  will no more verses make.

At the age of eighteen, one day he complained 
to his father about the dullness of hymn singing 
in their own local church. His father suggested, 
“If you can produce any better hymns, why not 
try?” T his young m an accepted the challenge by 
composing a hymn that was used with success the 
following Sunday. N ot only that, bu t for two years 
to follow he wrote a new hymn for each Sunday 
m orning service, many of which we use today. 
A lthough the Church of England offered him  a 
scholarship, he declined because of loyalty to his 
own congregation. W hen twenty-four years of age

he became active m inister of the famous Mark 
Lane Church in  London, bu t only for a few years, 
because he became ill and this forced him  to be 
merely the nom inal pastor—which position he held 
for the rest of his life.

Sir Thom as Abney invited Isaac W atts for a 
week’s rest at his palatial country home. But the 
visit was prolonged and he stayed there thirty-six 
years writing and publishing hymns as well as 
authoring books on theology and philosophy. 
W atts staunchly believed that the Christian dis­
pensation needed Christ-centered songs and felt 
the New Testam ent Church ought to sing New 
Testam ent songs. In  spite of much opposition 
his first hymn collection, H ym ns and Spiritual 
Songs, was published and saw widespread use.

W atts was described as a “frail little body, not 
much above 5 feet high, a life-long invalid, and 
much of the time an acute sufferer.” A man, who 
had read and sung after W atts, upon meeting him 
for the first time remarked in  surprise, “What! 
Is this the great Watts?” We would expect the 
hymn writer to reply in poetry—and he did:

Were I  so tall to reach the pole,
Or grasp the ocean with my span,

1 must be measured by my soul:
T he m ind’s the standard of the man.

Isaac W atts remained a lifelong bachelor, and 
authentic substantiation seems to imply the cause 
was his “thorn in the flesh”—short stature.

It is rather interesting to note that four famous 
Christmas hymn writers were confirmed bachelors, 
three beside Mr. Watts: Joseph Mohr, “Silent 
N ight” ; Brooks and Redner, author and composer 
of “O Little Tow n of Bethlehem.”

This is bu t a glimpse into the life story of the 
man who wrote “W hen I Survey the W ondrous 
Cross” and “Joy to the W orld.”

Joy to the world! the Lord is come;
Let earth receive her King;
Let ev’ry heart prepare H im  room,
A nd heav’n and nature sing,
And heav’n and nature sing,
A nd  heav’n, and heav’n and nature sing.

The Contrasts of Christmas

Christmas is full of contrasts. Some are right 
on the surface: the glory of the angels’ song and 
the hum ility of swaddling clothes in the straw of 
a stable; the lowly shepherds and the wealthy Magi; 
the greatest event in history almost unnoticed at 
the time; a King among the cattle instead of in 
a castle.

O ther contrasts of Christmas lie deeper. They 
belong to the very nature of what happened in 
Bethlehem. They make it the event which divides 
the ages into “Before” and “After.” Nothing was 
or ever could be the same after God invaded his­
tory, and the Word, wrlio was with God and was 
God, became “flesh, and dwelt among us” (John 
1:1, 14).

I
Consider, for example, that Christ became the 

Son of Man that we might become the sons of 
God. He came unto His own and was not re­
ceived. But “as many as received him, to them 
gave he power to become the sons of God, even 
to them that believe on his name” (John 1:12).

God’s redeeming message to man could not be 
in spoken or written word, but in the living Word. 
It could not be told; it must be shown. More than 
what Jesus said, the transforming pow'er of the 
gospel lies in what He was and what He did. Only 
an incarnation—God become m an—could reconcile 
rebellious men to God.

II
Another contrast of Christmas lies in the fact 

that Christ became poor that we m ight be rich. Of 
this Paul reminds us when he says, “For ye know 
the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that, though 
he was rich, yet for your sakes he became poor, 
that ye through his poverty might be rich” 
(II Corinthians 8:9).

At every step through His life we see this con­
trast. He was so poor He owned no home in which 
to lay His head, and this was in order that He 
might bring us to mansions in heaven. His own 
food was the simple fare of a Galilean peasant, 
yet He spread a table for five thousand at once. 
His most valuable item of clothing wras only a 
seamless robe over which the soldiers rolled their

dice, yet He has clad m ultiplied thousands in the 
fine linen which is the righteousness of the saints.

III
Another contrast of Christmas is the contrast of 

joy and sorrow reflected in the second chapter of 
Luke. There we read the message of the angel: 
“Behold, I bring you good tidings of great joy, 
which shall be to all people” (v. 10). Yet in the 
same chapter we find the words addressed to the 
virgin mother, “Yea, a sword shall pierce through 
thy own soul also” (v. 35).

The shadow of the Cross lay over the manger. 
W hen the wise men from the East came bringing 
gifts, they presented not only gold, the gift to 
royalty; and frankincense, used in the worship of 
Deity—they also brought myrrh, for the embalming 
of the dead.

IV
Still another contrast of Christmas is the deeper 

thought of Paul in II Corinthians 5:21: "He hath 
made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that 
we might be made the righteousness of God in 
him. T he spotless Lamb of God became our Sin 
Offering, taking away the sin of the world by 
taking it on himself and bearing it away (John 
1:29, m arg .).

In Him, life comes out of death, righteousness 
out of His sin offering. We could never have for­
giveness had not our Substitute offered himself 
w ithout spot to God, taking upon himself the 
consequenccs of our sin. It was for this end that 
the first Christmas dawned.

V
A final poignant contrast of Christmas is the 

contrast between the many who know and the few 
who understand. Many were informed of the 
strange events at Bethlehem, bu t only a few—a 
Mary, a Joseph, an Anna, a Simeon—pondered 
these things in their hearts.

Never has this contrast been more sharp than 
in our day. T he long overdue effort to “put Christ 
back into Christmas” is commendable, but not 
very successful. Everywhere there is information 
about the facts of Christmas, bu t so rarely any 
indication of understanding what it’s all about. 
We have given Easter to the bunnies and the
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parades, and have surrendered Christmas to Santa 
Claus and office parties.

This is judgm ent on our generation as it was 
on His. There is still no room for Him  in the inn. 
He still comcs to His own—and His own still re­
ceive Him  not. “Many are called, bu t few are 
chosen.”

Christmas means giving. There is no doubt 
about what God gave; and there is no doubt about 
the gift He wants from us—not what we have, 
but what we are, ourselves. “They first gave their 
own selves to the Lord” (II Corinthians 8:5).

’Turns not enough that Christ was born 
Beneath that star that shone,

A nd  earth u>as set that glory morn 
Within a golden zone.

He must be born within our hearts 
Before He finds His throne.

Soaring 
Through
Space

Have you seen the satellite? I t is in orbit. As­
tronomers have tracked its pathway. Scientists 
picked up its signals. Heads of government are 
fearful. On a dark night it was seen with the 
naked eye.

Are these recent headlines? Not necessarily, for 
an Old Book tells of wise men seeing a star, and 
poor men catching the message: “Fear not: for, 
behold, I bring you good tidings of great joy, 
which shall be to all people” (Luke 2:10).

There are two things the Bible never takes into 
consideration: geography and time. It leaps across 
national boundaries and re-echoes through the 
centuries. Wise men still follow the star, and again 
this year when the “Spirit of Christmas” comes 
nearer to the earth at one season than another, 
the eternal message of the manger is for all men 
in all lands.

I have never seen a man-made satellite, although 
I am told satellites launched by friend and foe

look down upon our earth at all times. 1 have 
caught a glimpse of one, flung from the hand of 
God, which directs our attention away from earth’s 
confusion that wre might “go even unto Bethle­
hem, and see this . . . which the Lord hath made 
known unto us” (Luke 2:15), and once again hear 
the heavenly host singing, “Glory to God in the 
highest, and on earth peace, good will toward m en” 
(Luke 2:14).

Have you seen the star? Many people never 
have. There is always so much to do before Christ­
mas, shopping and spending, putting up trees and 
sending out cards. This is the rush season of the 
year, so busy that when Christmas finally comes, 
people are too exhausted to enjoy it. T here are 
some people who at heart are never ready for 
Christmas. They have never seen the star. This 
has always been so. Men might have missed even 
the first Christmas had not God sent a prophet 
to “. . . go before him  in the spirit and power of 
Elias, . . .  to make ready a people prepared for 
the Lord” (Luke 1:17).

T here is the sentimental star of Christmas. We 
are urged to give of our abundance to the poor, 
share our happiness with the miserable, and lift 
the burdens of the depressed. Surely Christmas 
reminds us we should do these things. Yet, if you 
are one of the sufferers, you know such help may 
warm the heart but does not solve the problem.

Somewhat akin to this is the star of success. A  
materialistic nation stops to say: “Look w'hat I 
have. Look what I can get.” T o  people whose 
yardstick is the dollar sign, even religion becomes 
a psychological formula to bring a peace-of-mind 
gospel to the head, but offers no peace of God 
to the heart.

We must look again. Far brighter, there is the 
star of salvation. This is God’s handiwork, which 
makes other lights dim. “T hou shalt call his name 
Jesus: for he shall save his people from their sins” 
(Matthew 1:21). Christmas in its fullest sense is 
for Christians, who gather around that sacred 
m anger to worship a little Babe as their Saviour 
and Lord. If we are not ready for Christmas, we 
must hear and heed the call of John the Baptist: 
“Repent ye: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand” 
(Matthew 3:2). If Christ is our Saviour, we will 
gladly follow His star of salvation, to lay our all 
at His feet.

These three small words, "God with us,” 
are tremendously im portant to us today. 
For us, they mean protection against dan­
ger, strength for temptation, grace for every 
trial, comfort in time of sorrow, enlighten­
ment in the darkness of uncertainty.—D a v i d

On this first Christmas she, 
to whom it meant most, kept the holiday in her 
heart.

She was looking full in the face of the God-Man;

As she lovingly brooded over her Babe, the 
world of evil men was m arching to the crossroads 
of history.

T his date would al­
ways punctuate time—for the Lord of heaven and 
earth was cradled in a manger.

phere of worship, the reverent voice of the young 
minister.

Heartsick, I drove down the winding road into 
town.

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Thanksgiving and Christmas Meet!
The Country Club Plaza in Kansas City is a 

beautiful business district. I t isn’t as large, of 
course, as the downtown business section in Kansas 
City, but it has many attractions throughout the 
year. One of them is the Christmas decorations. 
They present the most beautiful display of Christ­
mas lights that I have ever seen. A nother signifi­
cant thing about them is that they are always 
turned on, on Thanksgiving night for the first 
time, and then they continue over New Year’s Day. 
Thus Thanksgiving and Christmas meet through 
these decorations. But this is not the particular 
meeting of Thanksgiving and Christmas which I 
have in mind. They meet in a much more signifi­
cant way in Paul’s words in II Corinthians 9:15. 
This verse reads as follows: “Thanks be un to  God 
for his unspeakable gift.”

This unspeakable Gift of which Paul speaks is 
undoubtedly the Christ. Around Jesus Christ, all of 
the spirit-of-giving of Christmas is built. He is the 
Gift supreme, the invaluable Gift, the Gift of inesti­
mable value. Beside Him every other gift pales 
into insignificance. In  addition, this Gift includes 
all other inferior gifts. He is beyond comparison 
in His magnificence, sublimity, and comprehen­
siveness. There would be no Thanksgiving Day 
without Christmas. “Thanks be unto God for his 
unspeakable gift.” Christmas is Christian whether 
or not all people celebrate it as such. Thanksgiving 
Day is Christian. It was started by Christians who 
were ready to die rather than give up their belief 
in Christ. Thanksgiving and Christmas meet in 
Paul’s great text.

Unspeakable also means unutterable, ineffable, 
indescribable. T he Christmas and the Thanksgiv­
ing spirit not only have the same source; they are 
better felt than told. He who has truly felt 
them knows this, but he who has just talked 
about them does not. Unspeakable appears but

three times in the Bible—twice beside the one we 
are presenting. T he other two passages throw light 
on its meaning. Paul is telling about that great 
experience in which he was caught up into the 
third heaven (see II  Corinthians 12:1-4). He did 
not know whether he was in the body or out of 
the body, but he was sure that he was in heaven 
and that he heard words which were unspeakable. 
And the other place where we find this word is 
in I Peter 1:8, where in speaking of the C hristian’s 
experience with Christ, Peter says: “W hom having 
not seen, ye love; in whom, though now ye see 
him not, yet believing, ye rejoice with joy un ­
speakable and full of glory.” W hether the Chris­
tian sees this Gift of the Son of God in a direct 
revelation or by faith, the view he gets of the 
Son of Man is indescribable. T he heart of both 
Thanksgiving and Christmas will always be the 
Christ.

Some Famous Guest Preachers-
W H A T  W OULD T H E IR  SUBJECTS BE?

If I were a pastor and certain of the New Testa­
m ent leaders had an opportunity to visit my church 
only once, on what would they preach? I believe 
that all of their messages would be on holiness, 
for nothing else stood out in their experience as 
did Pentecost with its cleansing power.

I
No doubt Peter would use these words as his 

text: “This is that.” They are taken from the first 
part of his sermon on the Day of Pentecost, as 
found in Acts 2:1(3. T he Pentecostal blessing had 
just been poured out upon those who had gathered 
in the U pper Room. This miracle startled the 
onlookers—“And they were all amazed, and were 
in doubt, saying one to another, W hat meaneth 
this? Others mocking said, These men are full 
of new wine But Peter, standing up with the 
eleven, lifted up his voice, and said unto them,
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Ye men of Judaea, and all ye that dwell at Jeru ­
salem, be this known unto  you, and hearken to 
my words: for these are not drunken, as ye sup­
pose, seeing it is but the th ird  hour of the day. 
But this is that which wyas spoken by the prophet 
Joel: . . .” “This is th a t”—the fulfillment of the

prophecy which Joel had made. Here are Joel's 
words: “I will pour out of my Spirit upon all 
flesh: and your sons and your daughters shall 
prophesy, and your young men shall see visions, 
and your old men shall dream dreams: and on my 
servants and on my handmaidens I will pour out 
in those days ol my Spirit; and they shall prophe­
sy: . . .” (Acts 2:17-21). Thus Peter would proba­
bly preach about this great Pentecostal outpouring 
if he came to my church for just one service. 
Undoubtedly his first thoughts as to the second 
blessing were couched in terms which Pentecost 
suggested.

II
If Paul were preaching in my church only once, 

I am of the opinion that his text would be these 
words: “And the very God of peace sanctify you 
wholly: and I pray God your whole spirit and soul 
and body be preserved blameless unto the coming of 
our Lord Jesus Christ. Faithful is he that calleth 
you, who also will do it” (I Thessalonians 5:23-24). 
Paul thought of the second blessing more in terms 
of entire sanctification. T he first part of his text 
is the one verse in the New Testam ent which 
specifically carries with it the thought of “entire”— 
“and the very God of peace sanctify you wholly” ; 
sanctify you entirely, completely. Also, Paul 
thought that this blessed experience of cleansing 
from inbred sin would affect one’s whole selfhood— 
“spirit and soul and body.” Further, he believed 
that a person could get this second blessing and 
“be preserved blameless unto  the coming of our 
Lord Jesus Christ.”

Finally, Paul gives us a very encouraging state­
ment in verse 24: “Faithful is he that calleth you, 
who also will do it.” Paul takes time to remind 
every Christian who is not yet sanctified that God 
will do just that for him. W hat a wonderful text 
these two verses make! I t would be great, w ouldn’t 
it, to sit at the feet of the Apostle Paid and listen 
to him  preach a sermon on them!

III
But what would John’s text be, if he had only 

one opportunity to preach to the people of my

church? Since he is the Apostle of Love, he proba­
bly would choose these words: “Herein is our 
love made perfect, that we may have boldness in 
the day of judgment: because as he is, so are we 
in this world. There is no fear in love; but perfect 
love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. 
He that feareth is not made perfect in love” 
(I John 4:17-18). In  the first verse, John empha­

sizes the tru th  that the essence of the second bless­
ing is perfect love, “H erein is our love made 
perfect.” It could not be perfected unless it were 
already there, that is, in its initial stage. T o  my 
way of thinking, there is no better name for the 
great experience of entire sanctification than 
“perfect love.”

Perfect love, as John says, casts out fear; it 
brings peace of mind, perfect peace, wonderful 
peace. This perfect love will enable a person to 
live in this world, where there is danger on every 
hand and much to try one’s soul, without fear. 
“Perfect love casteth out fear.” Not only will 
perfect love help us tremendously with our mental 
and emotional ills, as well as spiritual problems, 
in this world, but it will also make it possible for 
us to meet God at the Judgm ent in peace. “Who 
shall ascend into the hill of the Lord? or who 
shall stand in his holy place? He that hath clean 
hands, and a pure heart; . . .” (Psalms 24:3-4). 
This means that he is not only free from sin 
without but also free from sin within, and thus 
has been made perfect in love. “Perfect love cast­
eth out fear”—even the fear of the Judgment.

IV
W hat would the writer of Hebrews preach on if 

he came to my church today and had only one 
opportunity to bring a gospel message? I believe 
he would use one of the most serious texts about 
the subject of holiness which is found in the Bible. 
This is Hebrews 12:14. It sets forth a tru th  of 
which all of us should take note, and reads thus: 
“Follow peace with all men, and holiness, without 
which no man shall see the Lord.” This statement 
is not really complete without verses 15 and 16: 
'Looking diligently lest any man fail of the grace 

of God; lest any root of bitterness springing up 
trouble you, and thereby many be defiled; lest 
there be any fornicator, or profane person, as 
Esau, who for one morsel of meat sold his b irth ­
right.” This whole passage is full of warning. 
Christ is holy, God is holy, the angels are holy, 
the glorified saints are holy, and all who ever get 
into heaven will have to be holy.

Don’t fail to fall in line with the grace of God 
that leads you. my Christian friend, into the light
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of holiness. W hen that light flashes on your path­
way, you’d better walk in it, for to deliberately 
resist light is to cut yourself off from God. No 
person can keep saved and deliberately turn  down 
the light on holiness. Never read verse 14 of this 
twelfth chapter of Hebrews without also reading 
verses 15 and 16. Get the full meaning of the 
w riter’s thought here. T h ink  about what is at 
stake and then walk at once in the light and 
through that into the blessing of entire sanctifica­
tion. Hebrews 12:14-16 sets forth the urgency of 
the need for holiness!

V
T he last New Testam ent leader I present is 

James. He was a practical man. If he were preach­
ing in my church, for one service only, I think 
he would use just one verse. He would feel that 
it was necessary for him  to preach on it. Here are 
the words: “Draw nigh to God, and he will draw 
nigh to you. Cleanse your hands, ye sinners; and 
purify your hearts, ye double m inded” (4:8) . And
I believe he would limit his text especially to the 
last sentence: “Cleanse your hands, ye sinners: 
and purify your hearts, ye double minded.”

You may think it strange for me to conclude 
with this text, but I do it on purpose. As I said 
above, James was a practical man. He was in ­
terested not only in these two blessings that are

set forth in this passage—“Cleanse your hands, ye
sinners,” be forgiven of your sins; and “purify 
your hearts, ye double m inded,” get rid  of the 
carnal mind and you will be single-minded then— 
but he was especially emphasizing the hum an side 
of these experiences. T here is a sense in which 
we cleanse our own hands, and there is also a 
sense in which we purify our own hearts; that is, 
we must meet the conditions which make these 
experiences possible.

God can’t perform these miracles for us unless 
we prepare the way. A sinner cleanses his hands 
by repenting, or turning away from his sins, and 
by reaching out through faith and taking hold of 
Christ. Every sinner has something that he must 
do before he can get saved. Jesus said, “Follow 
me,” “Come unto me.” James emphasizes the truth 
that we have a part in both our conversion and 
our entire sanctification. In  obtaining the latter 
we must meet the conditions—consecration and 
faith. We must put everything on the altar and then 
believe God—that He does now cleanse our hearts 
from sin. God can’t answer Paul’s prayer to sancti­
fy us wholly until we have done our part. Last of 
all, then, in this study, I emphasize the tru th  that 
from one viewpoint every m an has a part in his 
sanctification—“purify your hearts, ye double 
minded.”

D rop in to  
my lap signed checks for me to fill 
out w ithout a care? No, for H e has 
made me a responsible steward. He 
has given me earning power—and He 
knows th a t honest work develops m oral 
fiber. But He will guide my planning, 
and when I have done my best, will 
supply help  in an emergency.

W ed n esd a y :
W ill H e exem pt me from the pres­

sure of an accum ulation of unansw er­
able problems? No. Paul knew the 
experience of being "troub led  on every 
side, yet not distressed”; and the Scrip­
tures tell of being “ in heaviness through 
m anifold tem ptations,” then  command, 
"B ut let patience have her perfect 
work.”

Shall I ever get from C hrist full ex­
p lanation , complete, explicit, of every 
intellectual question th a t teases my 
brain? No, the things th a t are revealed 
belong to us, bu t God keeps some se­
crets to himself: "Now we see through 
a glass, darkly.” Still, the Spirit will 
illum inate  my m ind to grasp realities 
th a t eye h a th  no t seen nor ear heard. 
(II C orin th ians 4:8; I Peter 1:6; I C orin­
thians 13:I2n.)

T h u rsd a y :
T o  many, m any problem s Christ does 

no t give me the specific answer. Far 
better, He is the Answer. C hrist him ­
self stands a t every crossroad of de­
cision, beside every question  m ark. For 
even the purely factual, purely economic 
problem , the righ t personal relationship 
w ith God through C hrist will afford 
renewal of physical strength , spiritual 
poise, and m ental clearness to attack 
the problem  squarely. His love im­
parted  will deliver from  dam aging per­
sonal bias and lend understanding 
sym pathy. And in extrem ity a whis­
pered prayer will clear a path  to so­
lu tion .

F rid a y:
For problem s of conduct—"W hat shall 

I do?”—there  H e stands. T h ere  is al­
ways C hrist’s way, always in  Him a 
princip le by which to find  my answer. 
In His words—perhaps a "Seek ye first 
the kingdom  of G od” or “ Unto Caesar 
the things which are Caesar's.” In  His 
deeds on earth  and H is "So send I 
you.” By His Spirit of love, H is golden 
rule, His B eatitudes ("Laws of the 
K ingdom "). (M atthew  6:33; 22:21; 
John  20:21.)

S a tu rd a y :
Psychological abnorm ality , physical in­

adequacy, social m alad justm ent—there 
are problem s indeed! B ut there Christ
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stands a t the  po in t of need, saying,

and h and ing  it over to H im . "I will 
give you  rest” : deliverance, direction , the 
change in you th a t means equ ilib rium  
for living.

GOD GO W IT H  YOU—"C olum bus w ould have 
envied the opportun ities for travel th a t arc o f­
fered the  sailor of today. O ut of the necessities of 
his duties, the m an in  the uniform  of the U nited 
States travels over m ore of the  e a rth ’s surface 
th an  C olum bus dream ed existed. It is no t u n ­
comm on for a sailor aboard  one of our ships de­
ployed in  the  Far East to visit H aw aii, several 
ports in Jap an , O kinawa, T iaw an, H ong Kong, 
and  the Philippines. O ften o th er excursions are 
m ade necessary by the world crises of the  m o­
m ent.

If we are tem pted  to believe 
and follow this, we should rem em ber the  lessons 
of Jonah , which showed th a t God is no prov in­
cial god isolated to our own little  hom e com­
m unity. H e is Sovereign and Lord of all. We 
live under His eye and by H is W ord. O ur gu id ­
ing princip le for conduct is m ore than  the b in d ­
ing restrain ts of ‘hom e town.’ W e live to please 
God, and if we w ould live for God, we m ust

find H im  wherever we are, even if it be a t the 
ends of the world. T h e  word to Joshua was, 
'T h e  Lord thy God is with thee whithersoever 
thou goest.’ Such is G od’s word to us. On the 
high seas or a t the rem otest outpost, we know, 
God is w ith us.

G o l d e n  T e x t : Casting all your care

O pposition against the early C hris­
tians became m ore systematic and de­
structive as tim e went by. T h e  world 
has never ceased talking about one ex­
perience which came as a direct answer 
to prayer. T h e  events surrounding  this 
unforgettable incident were as follows:

A Persecuted Church: T h e  H erod re ­
ferred to in this setting was H erod 
Agrippa I. H e had been responsible 
for edicts issued by the R om an em ­
peror which showed special favors to 
the Jews. Since he was popu lar with 
the Jews, he saw a way to increase his 
grip  upon his subjects, and th a t was 
to violently oppose C hristianity. As he 
moved in  this direction, he  “stretched 
forth  his hands to vex certain  of the 
church” (v. 1). T h e  first to encounter 
the strong-arm  m ethods of H erod was 
James, the b ro ther of John. He was 
p u t to death  by a sword. T h is brought 
H erod so m uch favorable comm ent th a t 
he decided to undertake a repeat pe r­
form ance. T h e  next person who was 
the object of his opposition was Peter.

A  Prisoner Chained: H erod gave or­
ders that Peter should be pu t in chains 
and guarded by four squads of soldiers. 
T h is was a com plim ent to Peter, for 
H erod thought th a t it took th a t m any 
to make one C hristian preacher secure. 
In  spite of these untow ard  circum ­
stances, Peter was able to get his norm al 
am ount of rest as he slept “between two 
soldiers” (v. 6).

H erod thought he could curb the 
C hristian movement by resorting to this 
type of to rtu re  technique. B ut Peter in 
jail had  m ore power a t his comm and 
than  H erod on his throne.

A Providential Change: An angel of 
the Lord became a factor in  the situa­
tion, and the whole p icture  took a sud­
den tu rn  for the better. T h e  first th ing  
the angel did was tu rn  on the light. 
W here there had been darkness, now

the light was shining. Peter was in 
such a deep sleep th a t the b righ t light 
did not awaken him . T h e  angel had 
to strike him , then  stand him  on his 
feet, before he showed signs of full 
consciousness. N ext the  angel instructed 
Peter to go forth  quickly. H ere was a 
lesson in  achieving faith . Peter had  to 
start m arching before the  chains fell 
off. T h e  m om ent he p u t pressure on 
the chains by his forw ard m otion, the 
chains were tu rned  in to  ropes of sand; 
they gave no resistance.

Soon Peter and the angel were ap ­
proaching a set of iron  gates which 
led to the outside. Once m ore Peter 
exercised achieving faith . H e did not 
change his pace. H e knew that, if he 
kept moving, the Lord w ould send an 
installation crew to p u t in  a secret 
treadle. T h e  m om ent he p u t his foot 
on the treadle, the gates w ould fly open 
in front of him . T h e  p a tte rn  unfolded 
in th a t order.

W hen Peter was a safe distance from 
the jail, the angel left him  on his own. 
At this po in t Peter decided to go to 
the house of Mary, the m other of John .

A Praying Congregation: As Peter a p ­
proached the house of Mary, he heard  
voices jo ined together in intercessory 
prayer. T h e  C hristian friends of Peter 
were praying w ithout ceasing in behalf 
of his welfare. T hey  had tu rned  the

house of M ary in to  a “ house of prayer.” 
T h is  type of prevailing  prayer will a l­
ways b ring  the Lord in to  the  m idst of
His people. H e will m anifest him self 
in astonishing ways if H e can find those 
who will pay the price of travailing  in 
p rayer u n til the answer comes. T h e  
answer will come if the  congregation 
prays w ithou t ceasing.

it in ano ther. I do no t know w hat you 
m ean in  e ither case. If  you m ean that 
those who had  been baptized by John  
the Baptist had  to be baptized again 
in  Jesus’ nam e, I do no t agree with 
you.

Also the M anual leaves the final deci­
sion w ith the  church board, which 
functions under the leadership of the 
pastor. Lastly, always keep in m ind 
the  fact th a t a church m em ber’s name 
should not be removed from  the  roll 
w ithout careful consideration and a 
feeling th a t everything possible has 
been done to save th a t m em ber for the 
kingdom  of God and the church.

W hen members of a local church move a distance away and do not ash for 
a transfer of membership, should their names be removed from  the roll? If 
m embers of a church stop attending and eventually join a church of an­
other denomination and do not ask for their letters, should their names be 
dropped?

T h e  procedure for rem oving, or 
d ropping, nam es from  the church roll 
is given in the 1956 M anual, page 56, 
paragraphs 51, 52, 53, and 54. Follow 
the  rules laid  down there. T h e  im ­
p o rtan t paragraphs for lay m em bers 
arc 51 and 52. As you read  these regu­
lations, you will notice th a t they say 
“ may be rem oved” un d er certain  cir­
cumstances. T h a t m eans th a t they do 
no t necessarily have to be removed.

Should we allow someone to teach in  our Sunday school who believes that 
i f  you are once saved you are always saved, and also ridicules the doctrine 
of entire sanctification? .

If this person is really doing this, of careful in the selection of their Sunday 
course my answer w ould be, “No.” A nd school teachers. They hold a very im- 
I m ight add th a t I believe th a t most p o rtan t place in  the work of God and 
of ou r churches are and should be very the work of o u r church.

I n  the “Herald of Holiness” for November 11, it was asked if  anyone who 
does not believe in  eradication should be admitted to church membership. 
Your reply states in  part, “I know of no specific rules that the Church of the 
Nazarene has which would exclude from  its membership anyone who does 
not believe in  eradication.” Webster’s dictionary states that eradication is 
“to pluck up by the roots.” Also, in  our 1956 “Manual,” on page 29, para­
graph 5, we are told that original sin is eradicated by the baptism w ith the 
Holy Ghost. This is given in  the article of faith on “Original Sin, or De­
pravity.” Further, on page 349 of the 1956 “Manual,” we are asked, in  being 
received into the membership of the church, i f  we believe these truths. To me 
it would be foolish to expect anyone to teach, live, and be loyal to a part
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of a doctrine he did not heartily believe. I have been a mem ber of the 
Church of the Nazarene six years and understood the very opposite of what 
you replied, when I was received. Please explain your beliefs on this.

I have had several letters from d if­
ferent parts of the  country, and all of 
them , I believe, from laymen, taking 
issue with my answer. T h a t’s finel I ’m 
glad to find out th a t you believe in 
eradication. I believe in  it too! I said 
what I intended to say ra th e r awk­
wardly. W hat I really had  in m ind 
was that there m ight be some who 
were genuinely converted and who stead­
fastly believed in a second crisis, bu t 
because of their lack of theological 
knowledge and of the  C hristian way 
m ight no t yet understand the differ­
ence between eradication and some o ther

view of the second crisis. Such persons, 
it seemed to me, m ight on occasion be 
taken in to  the m em bership of the 
church w ith the hope and expectation 
th a t w ith the help  of their pastor they 
would come in to  the true  and full 
view soon. I felt th a t this was no t go­
ing too far, since we are allowed to 
take them  in to  the church before they 
have this second crisis if they firmly 
believe in it. If you still d iffer with 
me, pray for me, and rem em ber that 
I still believe th a t when a person is 
sanctified wholly as a second blessing 
the sin n a tu re  is eradicated.

Recently they 
had a very fine revival in their church. 
Because of the splendid preparations 
for the cam paign and a case of an o u t­
standing personal evangelism experi­
ence we requested th a t he write an 
account of it.

I t  is an exam ple of the fact that re ­
vivals properly p repared for and carried 
on in  conjunction w ith personal evan­
gelism are effective in build ing  the 
church and reaching new people.

Mr. Lord writes: ‘‘Revival p rep ara ­
tion began w ith the pastor urg ing the 
members to be in a position where God 
could work through them . W ith  the 
support of the official board a ‘Week 
of W itnessing’ was scheduled for the 
week im m ediately preceding the week 
of revival. It was preceded by an hour 
of prayer and fasting on Saturday 
night. At the close of this hour the 
pastor gave instructions as to the plan 
for the ‘W eek of W itnessing.’ Each 
m em ber participating  was encouraged 
to witness to at least four people, and 
at the same tim e to give an invitation 
to the revival, a revival folder, the tract 
T h e  People Called Nazarenes, and a sal­
vation tract.

"A t the  end of the ‘W eek of W it­
nessing’ we had another period of 
prayer and fasting on Saturday for the 
revival beginning the next m orning. 
D uring  the revival a program  of calling 
was worked through the Sunday school 
in which each class was responsible for 
a given night. On Saturday of the re ­
vival week the Sunday school superin ­
tendent and I were c a l l i n g .  W e 
contacted a hom e for the purpose of 
witnessing and to invite them  to the 
closing service of the cam paign. As 
soon as we entered  the house the wife

began telling of a hom e problem  w'hich 
existed because the husband  had been 
drinking. She re la ted  the sad story so 
common today and asked me to re tu rn  
and talk to her husband th a t evening.

T h e  Bible Society Record, the  oldest 
house organ in the country, now 
reaches more than  500,000 m em bers of 
the Bible Society family ten times a 
year. T h ro u g h  the W orld-w ide Bible 
R eading program  and Universal Bible 
Sunday, m ore th an  100,000.000 people 
in the U nited States had the op p o r­
tun ity  to read som ething from or about 
the Bible.

A new m otion p icture, “ Bearer of the 
Book,” and three  new film strips, "T h e  
Bible on the Island,” “Saga of the 
Bible,” and “T h e  Bible and the  Presi­
dents,” were produced.

The Challenge—to Keep Pace
Once again the Am erican Bible So­

ciety has been challenged by its new

Ju s t how close does th is trem endous 
program  come to m eeting the  world’s 
needs? Really, no t any closer than  one 
hundred  years ago. W hen  the Society 
started operations in  1816 the  popula­
tion of the w orld was approxim ately 
nine h u n d red  m illion  persons. In  1861, 
the year when accum ulated funds re­
ceived in forty-five years by the Society 
reached $3,885,000, the total population 
of the world was abou t one billion, two 
hundred  m illion; today the  w orld’s pop­
ulation  is estim ated a t two billion, five 
hundred  m illion.
