ol accumulation of rubbish, the paralyzing {ear of their enemics which
beset the little group upon whom he depended for the required work,
and the attempted selfish exploitation of this holy enterprise by a small
group within his own ranks. Then {rom the outside he fought against
the sneers of God's enemies, the devilish and ingenious attempts to
intimidate his workers, plus the threats ol actual physical violence.

In view of all these problems, a leader might be tempted to say,
“1 am doing well to hold my own against such terrific odds”—but not
Nehemiah. This burdened, praying, believing soul determined not only
to overcome his problems but at the same time accomplish something
constructive. He not only battled—he built also. He not only overcame
the problems—he led his people in accomplishing the task undertaken.
His vision and his program were well balanced. He saw that the prob-
lems, by God’s help, must be overcome. He also planned, by God'’s help,
to do the constructive task and build the walls. He fought only that

he might build.

Some, we fear, are adept at fighting who are useless in building.
But lighting, even when legitimate, loses its point and purpose unless
it is to make possible the privilege of building. Some also have fallen
into the error of thinking that the church can be built without battles.
It is ruinous for God’s people to forget that sin is a vicious and fatal
disease and that Satan is a tireless and ingenious foe whom we must
constantly resist, steadfast in the faith. But, just as in Nchemiah’s day,
“battle and build” is still God’s blueprint for building His kingdom.

A Singing Mother

IWVe're going liome, we've going home,
IWere going home to die no more. . ..

Softly Mother sang, as gently we swayed back
and forth in the squeaky Boston rocker. The car
that ached was pressed comfortingly against her
soft bosom, and the eve on that side was closed,
but the other one blinked drowsily. With it I could
see the tiny white stars that dotted Mother’s blue
calico dress, and with forelinger and thumb I
measured the equal distances between them, won-
dering what miracle ol adult wisdom could produce
such Dbeautilul material, like a small heaven set
with its orderly rows of stars.

I wondered, too, about this home ol which
Mother sang.  Where “Dinomore”™?  As far
away as Peoria perhapsz Were we truly going there,
and would we find it as wonderful a place as the
song made it seem?

Is glitt'ving tow'rs the sun outshine:
That heav'nly mansion shall be mine!

Mother sang, and 1 drilted off to sleep in the secure
confidence that, whether we moved to “Dinomore”
tomorrow, or whether we decided to stay right
where we were lor a while longer, all would be
vight and wonderful with Mother there.

This is my carliest childhood recollection, and
it is clear in my memory today: squeaky rocker,
aching car, starstudded calico dress, solt bosom,
cradling arms, and the song—especially the song.

Mother's voice, though untrained, was sweet and
vibrant. From my seat beside Father in the family
pew, Lused to listen for it to carry the highest notes
clear and sure in the choir numbers on Sunday
mornings. When Mother sang she sounded happy.
She Jooked happy. too—as il she were glad to be
singing. .\t home she sang mote often than not.

The daily hum and stir of our family of six wemt
on to the cheery obbligato of Mother's singing. Her
songs litted every mood and civcumstance, and
became to me an accurate gauge of the home at-
mosphere,

“We're Marching to Zion” was o lavorite wash-
day nunber. Tts vigorous thythm blended right in
with the soapy swish ol the dlothes heing serubbed
up and down on the board:

Come, we that love the Lord,
And let our joys be known.
Join in a song with sweet accord,
Join in a song with sweet accord,
And thus surround the throne,
And thus surround the throne.

I am sure that the task was accomplished with far
greater speed and elliciency than would have been
possible to the tune of “Day Is Dying in the West.”

Kneading bread, ironing, churning, and scrub-
bing f{loors scemed to go along smoothly with
“Work, for the Night Is Coming,” while sitting-
down chores like peeling apples or shelling peas
on the screened-in side porch needed such gentle
tunes as “He Leadeth Me” or “Majestic Sweetness
Sits Enthroned.”

Often, toward nightfall, alter a  particularly
strenuous day, 1 could sense not only her weari-
ness, but also her calm spirit transcending that
weariness, as Mother would sing:

Oh, sometimes how long secms the day,
And sometimes how weary my feet!
But toitling in life’s dusty way,
The Rock’s blessed shadow, how sweet!

Oh, then to the Rock let me fly,
To the Rock that is higher than I!

Many times a day, we children knew Mother
sought audience with that Giver of strength and
of patience. .\ singing mother must also be a pray-
ing mother.

At times when 1 had been naughty and Mother
was displeased with me, how 1 dreaded her stern
silence!’ Only when those {irmly pressed lips re-
laxed once again in song did I know I had been
forgiven, and only then did the weight ol guilt lift.

When we children would begin to quarrel among
ourselves, Mother's reprimands were usually fol-
lowed and softencd by her singing:

Scatler seeds of kindness
For our reaping by and by.

On dark, gloomy days, and at times when we
were shut in with colds, mumps, or measles, the
travs she brought to us in bed might be set with

NATIONAL FAMILY WEEK<SE

May 5-12, 1957

For more than a dozen years, churches ol all
faiths have sponsored National Family Wecek in
the month of May. The purposc ol this observance
is to proniote a sense of [amily togetherness and
solidarity in our homes, to encourage lamily wor-
ship in home and church, to take a look at ways
ol strengthening and protecting our [amilics, and
to realize anew the adequacy of God's wisdom and
power for the aspirations and nceds of the family.

To emphasize the importance of Christian faith

for our homes across the nation, the theme for
National Family Week in 1957 is “God Is Our
Hope.”  This theme highlights the significant

truth that the Christian family needs a strong faith
for the realization of its noblest hopes. The theme
serves also as a reminder that we need more Chris-
tian homes today. Dr. Roy L. Swim writes: “Let’s
have more Christian homes. There parents in times
of trial hold fast to the anchor of faith. There youth
repair [or renewal of confidence and assurance.
There little children learn the very [irst lessons ol

trust in God, who holds all things within His
hand.”
Although  Christian family  life s important

throughout the entive year, there are additional
benelits in the special  observance of National
Family Week. May we suggest a few possibilities
for this special week which might be used as
guidance resources for the Christian family and
for the local church. These suggestions do not in
any way exhaust the possibilities of the week’s
obscrvance.  What might be done is limited only
by imagination and the willingness to explore its
benefits.  Because of individual preferences each
family and local church will want to formulate
their own plans. These suggestions are made simply
for the purpose of stimulating planning.
Consider This at Your Home

I. In the light of the theme, “God Is Our Hope,”
the family may take a look at the quality of the
spiritual life and atmosphere of their home. Na-
tional Family Week is an opportune time to make
decisions to strengthen the family altar. For the
spiritual togetherness of family worship there is
no substitute.

2. The ministries ol the church to the lamily

should be fully explored during National Family
Week.  The fellowship of the church is indispen-
sable in maintaining a Christian home.  Consider
ways as a family that your support of the church
might be strengthened.  Christian families  can
make more use ol the resources of their church.
Discover what special services or activities are be-
ing planned by your church or Sunday school and
plan for your family to participate.
3. Consider as a family the ways by which you
can help other families to know God and His re-
deeming power. The family is always strengthened
when it thinks of others. There are kind deeds
that need to be done, visits to be made to the handi-
capped, loncly, ill, aged. There is the urgent
need ol witnessing to others. The Christian [amily
will be blessed richly when it Iavs hold of its evan-
gelistic opportunity.

1. Plan for some family fun. The weather in
many parts of the country will permit family pic-
nics, barbecues, or outings. Put jov into this wecek.
Why not a “Night In” for all to enjov music, games.
hobbics, reading? It can be a night for all to re-
member.

5. Invite another family to be guests in vour
home for a meal or evening of Tun and fellowship.
You may wish to ask a family in the neighborhood
to attend a special service, Sunday school class,
or revival meeting at your church during National
Family Week

6. Remember Mother's Day on May 12, Particu-
larly remember the aged mother or grandmother.
Don’t forget those who might be overlooked at
homes for the aged or at other institutions.

Consider This at Your Church

1. Make plans well in advance for the obsery-
ance of National Family Weck. NMany churches are
using this week, the first full week in May, as a
time to highlight their program for undergirding
and strengthening the Christian families of their
fellowship. Some churches observe a whole month
for family life emphasis. During these times it is
highly profitable [or parents to participate in group
meetings where they can share their problems and
concerns as related to their own [amily in the con-
fident, warm, spiritual atmosphere of the church.



The pastor may have a special opportunity in these
meetings to give counsel in arcas of real nced.

2. Launch the “Family Outreach Project” dur-
ing National Family Week, il it has not been pre-
viously started. Every family in the church should
he challenged and dedicated to the task of Chris-
tian [amily outrcach—"Lvery Family Find a Fam-
ily.” Be sure to use the “Family Outreach Packet”
in this endeavor.

3. “lamily night™ could be planned for the
church. Part of the evening could be given to study
by age-groups. The nursery could make it possible
for both parents to participate in the evening's pro-
gram.

1. A church-wide “stay-at-home night™ could be
planned when no aciivity would be scheduled at
the church and the families urged o give the entire
evening to activities for the family. These plans
may include games, stories, hobbies, music, and
worship—no member ol the family overlooked.

5. The Sunday school could use this special week

to re-emphasize the Cradle Roll and tlome Depart-
ment ministries to the home and Lonily.

6. The Sunday school could take as a project
[or this week the starting o enlareing of o Christian
family life shell in the chuveh Hbrary by placing
there the “Chyistian Tlome Sevies.” These books
are avaiklible lom vour publishing house for only
S1.00 cach.  An exhibit of books for Christian
parents could he planned.

7. Parent-teacher meetings could be an excep-
tionally good leatune ol this week. Why not a
church P/ meeting? Some ol our churches have
found it helpful.

8. The church might choose 1o honor a “lamily
ol the vear.” Babics may be dedicated or families
received into the church membership on the [irst
Sunday and the traditional Mother's Day observed
on the second Sunday.

I have pointed it out on those occasions
when marriages have been solemnized at the par-
sonage. This is what the motto savs: “Home, sweet
home, when cach lives lor the other, and all live
for Christ.”

FAMILY
FAITH

The Bible does not teach that faith may be in-
herited. Nevertheless, the incalculable power of
[aith is evidenced by Paul’s remark to Timothy,
“I thank God, . . . that I may be filled with jov:
when I call to remembrance the unfeigned faith
that is in thee, which dwelt first in thy grandmother
Lois, and thy mother Funice: and L am persuaded
that in thee also”™ (I Timothy 1:3-5). Here is an
instance where genuine faith in God seems to have
produced from generation to generation qualities
of righteousness so essential in all true Christians.

It is evidently not incidental that Paul refers so
pointedly to the faith of the ancestors of this young
pastor to whom he has entrusted so much. The
tremendous scope and influence of this “unfeigned
faith™ is Turther evidenced by the fact that Paul



The Family Outreach Packet is being
promoted in the “Crusade for Souls”
tours as one of the best ways to reach
out among the unchurched and to win
them to Christ. It presents a most whole-
some and natural approach to others and
gives each family a project for Christ
and the church that they can undertake
together.

The program is a “follow through”
project and does not stop with initial
contact. It offers to each family various
things they can do towards winning an-
other family,

A family thus contacted and won into
the fellowship of the church, as well as
to Christ, is more likely to remain in the
church since the very process of winning
them has surrounded them with friend-
ships that become strong ties to remain
with the church.

A most striking example of the effec-
tiveness of the plan was told to me by
a pastor of one of our large churches.
Here is his account of it:

“The Family Outreach plan of the
Sunday school is the greatest thing
offered vet in personal evangelism. It
is doing wonders for our church and
our people as well as reaching others.

Lhe Family Outreach Packet .......

“l preached on evangelism some time
back and presented the packets. A large
number accepted them.

“One family in particular took a
packet home and started a family altar.
They discussed the matter of trying to
win a new family and admitted that they
did not know any. Finally, they remem-
bered that their children talked about
a family a block away where the father
was ill. The children of that home had
played with their children.

“They went over to this home and
made a contact, finding the man ill with
a severe case of asthma. They called
again a time or two and then requested
the pastor to call to pray for the man’s
healing. In that healing service God did
twe things—the man was converted and
definitely healed.

“They are now regular attendants at
the church. The wife has become a Chris-
tian. That one case has inspired others
and also it made a great change in the
family who made the contact.”

The pastor closed this statement with
these words: “It is revolutionizing
our church. New folks are coming and
souls are finding God in our services.”

admonishes Timothy to pass on to others this gos-
pel. coupled with o living laith, that others may
teach still others also. And it seems to he here
implied that [rom grandmother to mother, to him-
sell, 1o those to whom he ministers, and they in
turn to others, links together five
blessed of God because in the lincage

of this stal-
wart of the “laith” there was o living trust in the
Almighty.

A touching side light appears as Paul refers 1o
Timothy as “myv dearly beloved son.™ ‘Tradition
would suggest that the close family ties and sweet
relationships involved in family life might have
been almost completely lost to the great Apostle,
and vet in his letters 1o Timothy, supposedly writ-
ten just prior to his martyrdom, Paul injects over
and over again this note which would indicate the
tremendous value which he places upon the famih
and its relationship to God.

Let all Christian [amilies who walk in sincere
righteousness belore their Lord take courage at the
fact that, il children arve [aithlully “trained up™ in
the fear and admonition ol the Lord, there is every
reason to believe that righteousness will be the
result. To those who know Christ, the statement,
“The family that prays together stavs together,”
needs no proving. 1t is most ditlicult for true Chris-
tians to harbor resentment and  harsh feelings
through a sincere session of family praver. To read
God's Word together as o Tamily will undoubtedly
muplant seed that may seem cast in vain at the
moment, but as sure as the harvest follows the
planting must later produce cternal results.

Carclessness is possibly one of the greatest foes
of family life in existence today. Few families in-
tentionally disregard or ail to appreciate the vari-
ous members ol the houschold. It is extremely easy
to become interested in personal matters and busy

She was indecd o great mother. Endowed with a strong and
vigorous smind and an undaunted courage, she also possessed a
strong religious nature and was noted for her practical sense and
independent spivit. But the sccret of her remarkable life was to
be found in her faith in God.  We mention three outstanding
things in her lite: the training of hey childven, the way in which
she met adeersities, and her spivitual  agovessiveness. In all her
achicvements it was her indomitable faith in God that brought

victory.

She was a great mother because she {irmly be-
licved that lile is o sacved gift [rom God, [raught
with eternal issues. In aletter to her sons at college,
she wrote: “Lile is very precious: we must give it
back to God somedav: so let us make the most of i,
let us methodize the hours, so we may make the
most ol them.” No wonder that she was diligent
and patient in the training ol her children.  She
believed with all her hieart that God regarded a
human soul, made in Ilis likeness, as the most
precious thing in the universe, and that the earthly

life and cternal destiny ol a child are determined, in
a large measure, by the way the parents train that
child.

When one of her children was six years ol age,
he narrowly escaped death by live which destroved
the home. Two years later, meditating upon this
event, she wrote in her diary: “I do intend to be
more particularly careful of the soul of this child,
that Thou hast so mercifully provided for, than
ever I have been; that I may endeavor to instill into
his mind the principles of Thy true religion and

about even good, worthwhile things to the neglect
ol the other members of the household. Thought-
fulness, w sense ol appreciation, and a determina-
tion to express such appreciation will go @ long way
toward guarantecing under God pleasant relation-
ships and a real Christian testimony.

A great porton ol the Second Epistle to Timothy
is devoted to the responsibilities of a faithful ser-
vant ol God in the midst of apostasy, and over and
over again the inheritanee by example in the life
of Timothy seems 1o be taken for granted by the
Apostle Paul. .\ sense of Christian [idelity Is greatly
responsible [or Paul's vather pitiful and plaintive
statements, “Demas hath forsaken me, . .7 “Take
Mark, and bring him with thee™: and then, scem-
ingly frce to express a dlose personal desire to this
voung man, his son in ihe Lowd, “The cloak that
I left at Troas .. . bring with thee, and the books,
but especiaily the parchiments.”” Do thy diligence
to come belore winter,” seems (o leave no doubt
that Timothy, so ourtured in the “family of the
fatthful,” wiil, out of the love ol his heart prompted
by devotion not only to his beloved lather in the
gospel, but out of the sense ol family inherited love
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as well, respond to the needs of this great man of
God.

The true basis for lasting, genuine family happi-
ness must include faith in Jesus Christ. .\ semblance
ol association may certainly exist. ‘There may be
no want for the material things of lile and vet, to
those who know the Lord, there scems to be some
indelinable emptiness where Christ is not included
as heart of the houschold. .\ [amily where prayer
is not “wont to be heard™ is a lamily that is not
properly fortilied against the unpredictable vicis-
situdes of modern-day living.  T'rue love must
spring from a heart in touch with God.

How better to conclude than to note the lines
penned by Clarence Edwin Flvnn!

virtue. Lord, give me grace to do it sincerely and
prudently; and bless my attempt with good suc-
cess.” (Her name is given at the close of this arti-
cle: but if you haven't already guessed it, don’t look
now.)

This faithful mother endeavored to surround
her large lamily ol children with a religious at-
mosphere. Every day she instructed them in spirit-
ual things and prayed with them. “T take such a
proportion of time,” she said, “as T can best spare
every night to discourse with each child by itsell.
On Monday I talk with Molly: on Tucsday with
Hetty: Wednesday with Nancy: Thursday with
Jacky: Friday with Patty: Saturday with Charles:
and with Emilia and Sukey together on Sunday.”

There is no doubt that those close talks with her
children about spiritual things bore abundant
fruit. Many years later, when one of her sons had
become a minister, he recalled those Thursday
night talks, and in a letter to his mother requesting
her opinion on some religious subject, added: “In
many things vou have interceded for me and pre-
vailed. Who knows but that in this too you may be
successlul> If you can spare me only that little
part of Thursday evening, which you formerly
bestowed upon me in another manner, T doubt
not it would be as useful now for correcting my
heart, as it was then for forming my judgment.”

This mother was very methodical in the govern-
ment ol her houschold. Tet us learn from her
methods whatever we may, but bear in mind that
which is far more important than method: the
motive, the impelling force back of all—an uncon-
querable faith in God, resulting in a deep sense of
responsibility for the training of her children. To
Christianize parents is the great need today.

This wonderful mother scems to have had more
than her share of trials and afflictions, and had she
not been supported by a strong faith in God she
would have been overwhelmed. She was the mother
of nincteen children, nine of whom died in infancy.
To add to her sorrows, several of the daughters
made most unhappy marriages, which  brought
ercat sullering to themselves as well as to their
parents. Writing to her brother during these trials,
she said: “Believe me. it is better to mourn ten chil-
dren dead than one living, and T have buried nany.”
For many vears there were keen pecuniary embar-
rassments—at times she hardly knew wheve the next
meal was to be found.

Unreasonable creditors sent her husband to a
debtors’ prison for a short while, and alter his
death she was left almost penniless. On the very
day of the funeral “rapacious creditors” seized a
part ol the small amount left her. But such was
her faith in God that, late in life, looking back
upon her varied experiences, she said that, while
there had been many trials and sorrows, yet there
had heen more joy than sorrow in her life, and that

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all her sulferings had served to promote her spirit-
ual and cternal good. No wonder her biographer
said that when he saw her grappling with gigantic
adversities he “adored the grace of God that was
in her” and could not repress his tears.

Ter encreetic faith and aggressive spivit are most
admirable. She was ever alert to promote the cause
ol Christ, as this incideni will show. Shortly after
the death of her hushand one of her sons was asked
to cross the occan and take charge ol a mission. As
his mother was aged and in poor health, and
mourning the recent death of her hushand. he hesi-
tated to mention the matter to her.  Although at
this time she needed the help and comlort of her
son, when she learned that the enterprise was of a
missionary character, she readily consented to his
coing, and said, “Had T twenty sons 1 should re-
joice that they were all so well emploved, though
I should never see them again.”

During her carlier days, when this remarkable
mother was striving to teach her children the true
way of life, she had said: “Life is very precious:
we must give it back to God somedav,” and now,
for her, that day had wrrived. A her children stood
around her bed, she uttered her Tast words: “Chil-
dren, when T am released, sing a psalm ol praise to
God.” Tt was an expression ol tiiumphant faith.

ol what Mother has given us: her faith and her
wisdom which have heen the guiding light ol our
lives lrom the time when as a licde child we knelt
at her knee in praver.

A mother whose lile 1s adorned with the virtue
of purity is a priceless treasure whose godly charac-
ter and virtues will be passed down through her
olfspring 1o future generations.

A child is influenced to be good or bad, a suc-
cess or a failure, according to the kind of life led
by his parents. Frances Willard, a famous Ameri-
can social reformer, once said: “Every child has
a right to be well born,” and when Dr. Oliver
Wendell Tobhmes, the noted American physician
and author, was asked when a child’s education
should begin, he replied, “Three hundred years
belore he is born.™

When asked, “What is the greatest need of
France?” the emperor, Napoleon, unexpectedly gave
the wise reply, “Mothers!”

Indced that is the greatest need of all nations.
The world sings its praise of pure and consecrated
mothers who prove a blessing to their children by

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| Weas in a Home!

During my ministerial career 1 have been in
many homes. Recently 1 was in still another one
for a few days. I left that home feeling good about
it. In fact, there are many homes 1 have visited.
both in the past and very recently, that T feel good
about. Iowever, 1 am thinking ol this particular
home now.

There were the father and mother and some teen-
age children. It was a middle-class home, neither a
home ol wealth nor one of poverty. The father and
mother were very sympathetic with the needs and
interests of the teen-age children, and the teen-agers
showed respect for their parents. The pavents and
children all shared in the duties of the home. Not
only did the parents and children work together,
but they also played together, and the friends of
the teen-agers felt free to come into the home. Irom
a social and human standpoint, it was a very
normal home, and was above the average intellectu-
ally. There were good magazines and books to read,
and the intevests of our day were discussed. This
was what I would call an ideal home.

The main facts which made this home ideal are
as follows. The parents and the children were
Christians. They not only respected religion; they
made a vital place for it in their lives. More than
once I heard the voice ol prayer in that home. They
did not eat their meals without first thanking God
for providing those material blessings. They were
all members of the church, and active in it. Most
il not all of them, both parents and children, had
responsible  positions in the Sunday  school or
church. The Bible was held in high estcem. The
members ol the family believed that the true wav
of Tife could be found only in it.

I have reason to believe that the members of that
group didn’t hesitate to ask cach other's forgivencess
il they felt they had come short in their relations
with cach other. It is wonderful to live in an at-
mosphere where there is a forgiving spirit, where
each member ol the home is ready to admit his
faults as he is made aware of them. In such a place
there ave real love and fellowship.

As I said in the beginning, this is not the only
home such as this that T have visited. We still have
many wonderful homes in our countrv.  All of
those of the highest type are built around the Bible,
Christ, and the church. They can't leave these in-
terests out and expect to be the kind of homes that
they should be. Family prayer, attendance at Sun
day school and church and prayer meeting help to
stabilize the life of a home more than anything
clse. Material blessings are worthwhile, and it is
great to have rormal intelligence and be interested
in reading good books and papers: but there can’t

be “family” religion in the best and truest sense
without “mectinghousc” religion.  Besides, teen-
agers need both the Christian environment of the
home and the influences of the church if they are
to do their best in the school which they attend. We
thank God for our public schools, but thev can
never provide the basic ideals and leadership which
the home and the church can. Morcover, nothing
can so supplement the work of the school and so
make it what it ought to be as can Christian homes,
homes that believe i Lamily religion and  the
church.

The Scrip-
tures are full ol relerences to the Second Coming.
A few ol them are as follows:

“And when he had spoken these things, while
they beheld, he was taken up: and a doud received
him out of their sight. And while they looked sted-
fastly toward heaven as he went up, behold, two
men stood by them in white apparel: which also
said, Ye men ol Galilee, why stand yve gazing up
ito heaven? this same fesus, which is taken up
[rom you into heaven, shall so come in like manner
as ve have seen him go into heaven” (Acts 1:9-11) .
Here we have the account of the ascension of Jesus
and then the words given by the angels, which in-
form us that “this same Jesus™ shall come back to
earth in the same way in which He left it. One of

Responding to God’s Call

Scriprerr: Genesis 120 I5—-17; 22
(Printed:  Genesis 12:1-3: 17:1-9) .

Gorory ‘Fext: Shew me thy ways, O
Lord; teach me thy paths (Psalms 25:
1) .

Todayv's lesson for our Bible studv
gives us the beginning of the Hebrew
nation and the promises made to Abra:
ham. the father of the faithful.

We have in the scripture lesson the
two calls of Abraham: first, the call to
Scp:u‘ﬂlinn or 10 come out. and sccond,
the call to perfection. Both calls had
to be responded to by faith. “By faith
Abraham. when he was called to go out
into a place which he should after re-
ceive for an inheritance. obeved: and
he went out, not knowing whither he
went” (Hebrews 11:R) .

The call of God must alwayvs be re-
sponded to by faith. We need not know
all the wavs that God shall lead, but
we can start in obedience to His call
and trust Him to make the way plain
as we go.

Abraham's call to perfection was a
call 1o walk before God. No doubt there
were many who could find fault with
Abraham, and his perfection might not
satisfyv the evities. but he was asked only
to satisfy God.

Abraham’s first response to the call
to leave his father’s house and Kindred
was not complete. He took his father
with him; however. he did not rcach
the land of promise until after his fa-
ther's death.  He also took Lot with
him. who was his nephew. but Lot was
alwavs more of a hindrance than a bless-
ing to Abraham. Any compromise in
obedience 1o God's call hinders spivitual
progress.

God indeed gave Abvaham some great
promises. ‘These promises seemed im-
possible. but  Abraham  believed  God,
“He staggered not at the promise . . .
but was strong in faith. giving glory to
God.” “If thou canst belicve, all things
are possible to him that believeth”
(Mark 9:23).

God made an everlasting  covenant
with Abraham. So far as God is con-
cerned, that covenant stands today. How-
ever. people must keep their part ol «

covenant in order to cenjoy the henefits
thereof.

God is ready to make an cverlasting
covenant with the individual soul, but
the individual must always keep the
covenant relationship to enjoy the bene-
fits thercof,

me thy ways, O Lord; teach me thy
paths.” God’s ways are always best and
His paths lead through Canaan to the
homecland of the soul.

How can one be a Christian without

By Dbeing born again, being  justi-
fied by faith, coming unto Jesus, taking
up his cross and following Jesus, by
repenting and believing,  These are all
scriptural statements: every one of them
indicates that a person can be a Chris-
tian without being baptized with water.
There are literally dozens of scriptures

said, “Sutfer the little children to come

unto me, and forbid them not: for of
such is the kingdom of God” (Mark
10:14) . Here we have a different

group from the first one I mentioned.
and vet those who belong to it might
be spoken of as “baby” Christians.
Thus T answer vour question by saying,
“Yes, there arc ‘baby’ Christians in at
least two senses.”

We are certainly baptized because we
are already Christians, and not in order
to be Christians.  'The Bible doesn’t

teach that sinners are baptized in order
to be Christians.

Does holiness operate in the realm of the unconscious? Are the instlinets, or
drives, evil? Does the Holy Spirit cleanse these drives, or urges, or whatever

I Dbelieve that holiness operates  in
the realms of both the conscious and the
don’t believe that the
instincts, or drives, as they are more
correctly called today, were evil when
God created man; they were natural and

unconscious, [

legitimate.  However, T think that when
sin entered into the world, and man
became  possessed  of  a sinful  nature.

these drives were made somewhat ab-

normal and intensified. I also believe
that the Holy Spirit cleanses these ab-
normalities which the urges, or drives.
have taken on. That does not mean
that they are destroved.  Entire sancti-
fication does not destrov the natural
man as he was created. The drives he
had when he was created are legitimate
and remain after one has been sancti-
fied.

If a Christian dies with unconfessed sins, will he meet them at the judgment

seal?

If vou mean by “unconfessed sins”
sins that the individual knows about.
or that he has willfully and knowingly
done. 1T would answer in the affirma-
tive.  Of course he will meet them at
the Judgment. Al known sins which
are unconfessed will be met at the Judg-
ment.  More than that, [ don’t think a
Christian can remain a Christian with
sins that he knows about, unconfessed.
We must confess our sins. ‘That doesn’t
mean that we have to publicly confess
everything; it does mean that we have
to come to God confessing all of our

sins.  There may be sins which have
been against individuals, and these will
have to be confessed to them; and occa-
sionally. perhaps. a sin against a group
or an organization. which will have to
be confessed to the group or organiza-
tion. Every sin must be confessed to
God. else those sins will be met at the
Judgment. “If we confess our sins, he
is faithful and just to forgive us our
sins,” but not unless we do confess them.
If sins are not forgiven, then we’ll have
to mect them at the Judgment.
