At Houdaille-Industries Automotive 
Parts Factory in Huntington, West Vir­
ginia, there is a roughly made oak table 
that is serving an unusual purpose. It 
provides a reading place for steel work­
ers. Its only literature is a copy of the 
New Testament and the weekly issue of 
the H erald of Holiness. On the flyleaf 
of the New Testament are printed the 
names and addresses of the four Naza- 
rene churches in this city.

Have you ever listened to a tape re­
cording of the prelude of your church 
service? If you have not, you have 
really missed the surprise of your life. 
Some things have become so common 
that we do not notice the trend they are 
taking until we hear ourselves as others 
hear us.

This pre-service weakness is not only 
among the laity: it is even among us 
preachers. A stranger or blind man 
might think he was in an automobile 
showroom, real estate office, home eco­
nomics class, or some other market place 
of the world.

T hat poor, hungry soul that is weary 
with the cares of life, and has come to 
church to find help, may be disap­
pointed when he hears about the latest 
creation in automobiles, the price of 
property, the latest fashions, or G rand­
ma’s favorite recipes when he expected 
something that would prepare him to 
find God. He wants something that the 
world never gave and cannot take away.

Some of our people have been so 
afraid of having our church classified as 
unfriendly that they have bent over 
backwards the other way. A spirit of 
light conversation among ourselves 
should never be mistaken for friendli­
ness.

There would perhaps be more altar 
services if there were more pre-service 
preparations. If we would come into 
the Lord’s house more carefully and 
prayerfully, we might feel His presence 
more and as we leave we could say,

I  have ju st recently  re tu rn ed  from  evangelizing 
in  New Zealand, the lan d  no t only of "cheese, trees, 
and  ocean breeze,” b u t of m any receptive hearts. 
In  seventeen days I preached twenty-eight times to 
responsive audiences in  six towns—three in  the 
N o rth  Island  an d  three in  the South Island. Besides 
the three N azarene churches in  A uckland, H am il­
ton, an d  D argavillc, my opportun ities included  two 
C hristian  Business M en’s m eetings, two Salvation 
Arm y services, two Y.M.C.A. gatherings, one Y outh 
fo r C hrist rally, an d  two u n io n  services—one in  a 
M ethodist church  w ith  three denom inations p ar­
tic ipa ting  an d  one in  a B aptist church w ith  six 
o ther groups co-operating. T hese la tte r contacts of 
course were in  the  South Island, w here we have no 
N azarene churches, b u t w here we should  have in  
the very n ear fu tu re .

C hristchurch, a ro u n d  w hich the South Island  
m eetings were clustered, is a beau tifu l m odern city 
of some fifty thousand. T here is absolutely no th ing  
to fill the  gap  betw een dead form alism  on the righ t 
an d  Pentecostalism  on  the left b u t the Salvation 
Army and  Y outh for C hrist. B u t the hunger is 
deep. Follow ing the Y outh for C hrist rally eight 
fine young people came ou t fo r sanctification. In  
all of these services I  was n o t only perm itted  b u t 
encouraged to preach on  holiness. A t the m om ent 
there is a w idespread and  open-m inded sp irit of 
inqu iry  concerning the W esleyan message of full 
salvation. Several have come in to  the blessing and  
are looking for fu rth e r guidance, w hich they know 
they w ill n o t find  in  the ir worldly, form al churches.

M r. R ichard  G reen, a re tired  businessm an and  
a w arm  friend  of the C hurch  of the N azarene, 
deserves o u r thanks fo r arrang ing  these services 
in the South  Island. I t  should  be added also th a t 
Rev. R . E. G riffith , the d irec to r of o u r work in  
New Zealand, was w ith  me in  C hristchurch, selling 
books, answ ering questions, and, as always, keeping 
his p racticed  eye o u t for good church sites. H e 
found one w hich is a chu rchm an’s dream —a corner

property  facing the beau tifu l and  fam ous Avon 
R iver, in  an  attractive residential area w ith no 
o ther churches nearby. T h e  establishing of a 
C hurch of the N azarene in  the near fu tu re  should 
certainly be a m atter of w idespread and  earnest 
prayer.

A t D argaville, an  attractive town of three thou­
sand alm ost at the top  of New Zealand, ou r work 
is new and  small, bu t getting  a foothold u n d er the 
leadership  of a heroic young couple, P h illip  and 
Beryl B urton . A p a rtitio n  was knocked o u t of an  
o ld  residence to provide a nice chapel, w ith plenty 
of room  left for the pastor and  his family in  the 
o ther p a rt of the build ing. G od has given us, in 
spite of m uch opposition, some choice laym en here. 
O ne fine young couple from  this church are stu­
dents in  the N azarene B ible College, Sydney, pre­
paring  for the Nazarene m inistry in  New Zealand.

H am ilton , a city of some th irty  thousand, eighty 
miles south of A uckland, is said to be the dairy 
cen ter of the world. In  this fast-growing and  busy 
area o u r C hurch  of the N azarene is prospering 
u n d er the faith fu l leadership of Rev. an d  Mrs. 
Jervis Davis. I t  was my privilege in  1955 to be w ith 
young Davis an d  M r. G riffith  w hen the bu ild ing  
was found  w hich has since been rem odeled for 
church and  Sunday school. T h e n  I preached there 
once in  1956. T herefore  I was delighted to find 
th a t in  spite of difficulties, discouragem ents, and 
reverses, the work w hich began w ith no th ing  now 
has several substan tia l families an d  a live young 
people’s group. A ttendance in  the recent services 
was amazing. T h e  city new spaper published  an  in ­
terview o n  the ed itoria l page. In terest in  holiness 
doctrine on the p a rt of outsiders was genuine and  
conviction deep. T ru ly  G od is m oving in  H am il­
ton, an d  if present m em bers will walk in  present 
ligh t there is b o u n d  to be great sp iritual victory.

B ut the great event of the to u r was the annual 
Easter C onvention in  the beautifu l new church at 
A uckland—o u r “m other” church, begun by the
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G riffiths less than  six years ago. W hat form erly 
had  been a youth cam p suddenly m atu red  this year 
in to  a full-fledged N azarene cam p m eeting w ith 
folk of all ages com ing from  d ifferen t parts of the 
N orth  Island to stay the en tire  five days. Expecting 
thirty , they stocked food for forty, just to play safe. 
A ctually a t the noon and  evening meals they fed 
an  average of fifty!

Beginning w ith a n igh t of chain  prayer, the 
sp iritua l level of the convention quickly began to 
rise. B ut there was no froth. Solid study was p u r­
sued in  the classes, w ith Dr. H . V. M iller’s book 
T h e  Sin Problem  being used as a textbook. De­
tailed lectures were given on doctrinal and  prac­
tical aspects of en tire  sanctification. T h e  fru it, 
therefore, was well rooted. T ho u g h  some were re­
claim ed, most of the seekers were for h eart ho li­
ness. New Zealanders do no t move easily; when 
they do come to the a lta r they m ean business. C on­
sequently a seeker usually means a victory. M on­
day, in  between preaching services, was testim ony 
day. T hose testim onies were w orth a thousand 
flights across the T asm an  Sea! As for the Griffiths, 
they m ust have felt repaid  abundan tly  for the labor, 
tears, and  sacrifice.

O ne young m an who had  been sanctified the 
n igh t before told m ovingly of his years of search, 
his conversion, and  now his cleansing. L ater his 
young wife to ld  how she too had  found God in  p u ri­
fying pow er tha t every m orning. T ogether they 
sense a call to full-tim e service. A young m other

came to the cam p qu ite  reluctantly , b u t now w ith 
tears of joy testified to the new release and  glory 
w hich were hers. A n eighteen-year o ld  girl re­
counted h er sp iritua l d riftings and  m ental con­
fusion in  the w orldly atm osphere of the T each er’s 
T ra in in g  College, then glowingly reaffirm ed her 
fa ith  and  steadfast purpose to go all the way w ith 
G od w ithou t com prom ise.

A m iddle-aged sheep farm er who for years had  
been a devout local p reacher spoke w ith  deep feel­
ing of his attem pts to  diffuse some sp iritu a l w arm th 
in  the church w hich he served, b u t of the over­
w helm ing contrary  influence of the dance crowd. 
T h e  day before, on Sunday afternoon, this b ro ther 
had b rough t a he lp fu l message. L ater, w hen he and  
his wife re tu rned  hom e and  had  a chance to pray 
and  talk  things over, they reached the conclusion 
th a t God w ould have them  no t only un ite  w ith the 
C hurch of the N azarene b u t offer themselves for 
p ioneer hom e m issionary work. W hen  this word 
reached B ro ther G riffith  he exclaim ed, “Praise the 
Lord! T h a t’s an answ er to prayer!”

A nd thus is G od perform ing  m iracles in  New 
Zealand! O th er groups are invading  these islands 
w ith m ore money, b u t no t w ith  m ore prayer. In  
the long ru n  prayer w ill prove m igh tier th an  the 
dollar! A nd too often they are sowing the country 
w ith the noxious weeds of heresy. W e have the 
seed of the pure gospel. L et us give more, back our 
giving w ith m uch prayer, an d  sow lavishly. An 
ab u n d an t harvest will be ours!

T oday m arks my thirty-sixth anniversary as a 
pastor in  the C hurch of the N azarene—twenty 
years of which time I was pastor of one church.

W hy do people love 
the ir churches so, an d  w hat makes them  give so 
m uch tim e and  service and  money? W h at makes 
them  stick th rough  thick and  thin? W h at tie binds 
ou r hearts together?

First of all it is our love for Christ. T h e  C hurch
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ONE MILLION DOLLARS!
There is great jubilation among Naza- 

renes everywhere in our going “over the 
top” of the one m illion Golden A nni­
versary Easter Offering goal for world 
missions. In the words of a church 
leader, it demonstrates again that “Naza- 
renes can do anything they join their 
minds and hearts to do!”

Achievem ent of the goal was notable 
for several reasons:

It was the first time in the fifty-year 
history of the Nazarene denomination  
that more than one m illion dollars had 
been gathered in  a single, church-wide 
effort for the cause of world missions.

It not only set a record among Naza- 
renes, but it probably was an all-time 
peak for a single offering among all the 
smaller denominations that hold to the 
W esleyan doctrine of entire sanctifica­
tion.

It assured that fu ll support w ill be 
continued for our 393 missionaries work­
ing in  35 world areas and that the plans 
for W est Germany and Brazil, our two 
newest areas of work, w ill go ahead on 
schedule.

Also worth notice was the fact that the 
goal was reached in a year of economic 
slowdown in  some parts of the nation.

“Our people did not allow the recession  
to deter them from carrying through to 
victory under God the great goals 
adopted in  the 1956 General Assembly,” 
Dr. S. T. Ludwig, general church secre­
tary, commented.

Gift from Australia
The actual hour of victory was Thurs­

day morning, May 15, about nine o’clock 
when a gift of $3,500 from the Nazarene 
churches in Australia was recorded in  
the office of Dr. John L. Stockton, gen­
eral church treasurer. This amount in ­
creased the grand total that had been 
acknowledged starting on April 7, after 
Easter Sunday, to $1,001,235.

At the close of the twenty-eighth busi­
ness day after Easter, Nazarenes had 
given $106,888.68, or 12 per cent, more 
than during the same period following 
the Easter Offering in  1957.

The final 1958 Easter gift is expected 
to total between $1,025,000 and $1,050,- 
000, officials estimated. The 1957 Easter 
Offering total was $907,000.

Going “over the top” in the 1958 Easter 
Offering provided additional impetus to 
other anniversary year plans.

Among the events ahead are the “You 
Are One in a M illion” W eek of W itness­
ing, October 5 to 12; Anniversary Sun­
day services in  all 4,500 churches; de­
nominational services at Pilot Point, 
Texas, Monday afternoon, October 13, 
at two-thirty, when a granite marker 
w ill be unveiled at the site of the historic 
1908 union ceremony; and the Thanks­
giving Sunday offering for world mis­
sions.

Also we m ust concentrate on only prim ary 
things in  o u r concept of spirituality . Do you be­
lieve in  your church, and  your pastor, and  the 
general leaders of ou r beloved denom ination? N o th ­
ing suits the devil b e tte r than  to break this confi­
dence.

T h e  story is told of a bank  th a t was abou t to be
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forced to the wall. R um ors were being circulated  
th a t i t  was no t on  a sound basis. O ne m orn ing  ju st 
before opening tim e a long line of people were 
w aiting to  draw  ou t th e ir  deposits. A tall, gray­
haired  m an, a well-known citizen of the com m unity, 
w alked past them  an d  took his place a t the door. 
H e said, “N eighbors, I  w ould like to say a word. 
My deposits are in  the bank  across the street b u t I 
have m ade a careful check an d  I believe in  this 
bank too. I take it tha t you are here to draw  ou t 
your money b u t I  w ould like the privilege of being 
the first one to go th rough the doors w hen they

open. I ho ld  in  my h an d  a cashier’s check for
| -------. I  am  going to  deposit it  because I  believe
in  this bank .” T h e  long line  of w ithdraw ers m elted 
away an d  the b ank  was saved.

“By this shall all m en know  th a t ye are my dis­
ciples, if ye have love one to ano ther.” T h e  stronger 
the bonds of m u tu a l love an d  confidence, the g rea t­
er a chu rch ’s witness for C hrist in its com m unity. 
N o th ing  can com pensate for this love. Pray th a t 
this k ind  of love may perm eate your church, and 
pray th a t your h ea rt may be one of the fountains 
ou t of w hich it flows.

Some Characteristics of Pentecostal Believers*
T h e  elem ents of success in  a Pentecostal be­

liever, a Pentecostal C hurch, o r  a Pentecostal De­
nom ination  have always been the same, an d  always 
will be the same in  experience and  m ethods; an d  a 
close observer w ill notice th a t those churches and  
camp-meetings upon  w hich the blessing of God 
comes in  refreshing showers are those th a t keep 
the closest to these two factors. W hen  Pentecostal 
times have been given to the C hurch, it  has been 
because preachers an d  people m et Pentecostal con­
ditions, used Pentecostal m ethods, and, of course, 
got Pentecostal results.

T h ere  is still a cry up o n  m any hearts for P en te­
costal sim plicity an d  pow er to  come up o n  ou r 
churches, th a t w ill move on w ith irresistible force 
an d  m ake the Pentecostal Forw ard M ovem ent a 
veritable fact. I t  will be well, therefore, for us to 
look for a little  while at some of the characteristics 
of Pentecostal days and  people, for we m ight find 
in  th e ir study the secret of the success for which 
m any hearts long.

I t  is no t so m uch w ith  the Pentecostal preacher 
th a t we wish to deal in  this article, b u t w ith  those 
who “gladly received his w ord,” the three thousand  
who were added to the church th a t day, and  who at 
once became “steadfast” believers in  and  doers of 
"the Apostles’ doctrine.” T h e n  w hat k ind  of people 
were they?

1. T hey  were a Believing People—Faith  was at 
the base of the ir experience, for it  was faith  in  the 
message of the preacher th a t enabled  them  to “g lad­
ly receive his w ord.” T hey  were real believers and  
no t doubters, and  G od honoring  th e ir fa ith  they 
became receivers. Nazarenes, especially, are to be 
“exam ples of the believers.” W hile  em otion and  
ecstatic feelings have th e ir  gracious place in  the 
experience of the C hristian , they can never take 
the place of faith.

conduct th a t they “shun the very appearance of 
evil.” T h is, certainly, w ould be a “draw ing card” 
in any church, an d  one th a t no o ther outside a t­
traction  could break  into.

3. T hey  were a Self-denying  and  Liberal People 
—T hey  no t only “sold th e ir possessions,” b u t “p a r t­
ed” to every m an th a t h ad  need. Now, while the 
conditions of society and  business of today would 
prevent this being literally  done, yet the principle 
of self-denial and  liberality  tow ard the needy is 
ever the same. W e believe there is to spring u p  in 
the C hurch  of C hrist some system by w hich our 
poor b re th ren , the sick and  the widows and  orphans, 
will be cared for u n d er just and  discreet ways. W e 
know the cry w ill be th a t such a system w ill be

T hey  were loyal, 
steadfast, thorough-going believers in  the Apostles’ 
doctrine, and  being so, they seldom missed a m eet­
ing. T hey  deligh ted  in  the holy “fellow ship;” they 
were there a t the lovefeasts, in  the “b reaking  of 
bread ,” and  were always on h an d  at the tim e for 
prayer. N o w onder they “con tinued .” T h e  enemy 
had  very little  chance w ith them . Oh, beloved, 
there is great safety in  “con tinu ing ,” it  leads to 
steadfastness. N o t m any weaklings, constantly 
com ing u p  for “repairs”—b u t “con tinued  stead­
fast.” May the L ord  p u t a “steadfast” continuosity  
in all o u r members.

5. T hey  were a H appy  People—T hey  d id  things 
w ith “gladness.” T h e re  was no g rum bling  a t meals; 
the ir con ten ted  hearts were filled  w ith  g ra titude  
and gladness. T hey  kept th e ir hearts pure  and  the 
revival sp irit constantly  bu rn ing , no talk ing  about 
un fa ir trea tm ent, o r preference one over another. 
T h e  dove of peace nestled  in  each h ea rt and  the 
“Unseen G uest” presided a t every meal. Surely 
it was a good place to  board . May the L ord  m ake 
ou r homes places of “gladness.”

6. T h e n  again they were a Single-hearted Peo­
ple. T hey  d id n ’t say one th ing  and  m ean another. 
T here  was only one side to them . T hey  were inside 
w hat they professed on the outside. T hey  could 
easily stand  the X-ray sp iritua l exam ination , and 
were determ ined  to “go th ro u g h ” on w hat they 
were and  no t on w hat they seemed to be. T hey  were 
no longer “double-m inded.” Everybody could trust 
them. T hey  h ad  a “conscience void of offense to ­
ward G od and  m an ,” and  as a resu lt felt com­
fortab le inside.

7. T hey  were also a Praising People—N ot prais­
ing each other, b u t “Praising G od.” T hey  had  good

T h e ir  influence 
could no t be resisted. T h e ir  lives were a great 
m agnet to  draw  people to God. T hey  no t only
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had light, bu t they let the ir light “shine.” No doub t 
Wesley got his idea of “all at it and always at i t” 
from  these people. Jesus was “lifted u p ” in the 
lives of the Pentecostal believers, and H e drew m en 
to himself.

9. A nd lastly, they were a Successful People— 
" the Lord added daily” such as were being saved. 
N one got in w ithout being saved, for “ the L ord” 
was on the Com m ittee of E xam ination. Perhaps 
some “clim bed u p  some other way,” b u t very few. 
A holy C hurch should dem and holy conditions in

its members, or else it will soon cease to be holy. 
Holiness was the a ttraction  at Pentecost, and  ho li­
ness m ust be the pow er today to draw  people to 
God.

So taking these Pentecostal believers all through, 
they were a simple, n a tu ra l people u n d er the favor 
of the D ivine Spirit. O for a re tu rn  of Gdd's people 
to Pentecostal conditions and  m ethods. 'W hat do 
you say, b re th ren , shall we, by the grace of God, 
be such a people as are here described? God gran t 
it. Amen.

Reminiscing a b o u t  t h e  f u t u r e

I cannot reminisce abou t H oople and  Bresee as 
some still am ong us can. O ld Peniel, and even 
O ld Olivet, are too far back for me. T h e  Beulah  
Christian and  the Nazarene Messenger are simply 
holiness magazines I have heard  about. T h e  glory 
m arch around  the ten t at P ilot Point, Texas, in 
1908, when the merged holiness work of the W est 
and  the East jo ined hands w ith tha t of the South, 
is only an event I have th rilled  to by the hearing.

B ut I can rem inisce about the fu ture, if I may 
be allowed the expression. I am young enough, and 
old enough, for that. I have lived w ith them  in 
ou r colleges and  sem inary—w ith young pioneers 
for this second half of o u r denom ination ’s first 
century; w ith the student body presidents who in 
youth lead the ir fellows as prophets; and  w ith the 
p lodding  type who are no t elected as student lead­
ers b u t whose effectiveness rises slowly w ith the 
passing years.

I have stud ied  long hours w ith young m en who 
will become first-rate scholars in  this cen tury’s re­
surgence of the W esleyan emphasis. I have prayed 
short hours w ith m en who have a fire in the ir in ­
wardness and  cannot b u t succeed in w inning the 
lost ones to C hrist and  in convincing believers to 
be sanctified wholly. My heart has been challenged 
by young m en who work hard  at p reparing  to be 
pastors of ou r churches. I have tended to idolize 
my comrades who b u rn  to take C hrist to m en be­
yond ou r borders. I have adm ired those who p re­
pare to become effective lay workers in ou r local 
churches. For the most part, these young people 
are genuine. T hey are no t simply b irth rig h t m em ­
bers of the C hurch of the N azarene. I t  is no t simply 
th a t they have inherited  rum ors abou t the possi­
bilities of saving and  sanctifying grace. T heirs  is 
no t secondhand religious experience borrow ed from 
parents and  pastors.

If it were sim ply tha t, they w ould no t work their 
way through o u r schools. T hey  w otdd no t stand 
straight u p  and be counted  for C hrist as they do in 
the secular and  sinful outside world. T hey  w ould 
not lake “hard  scrabble” when they could do better

T h ere  are m any, like the disciples a t Ephesus, 
who have never so m uch as h ea rd  w hether there 
be any H oly G host. T h e n  also there are m any 
who have heard  m uch ab o u t the H oly S p irit b u t 
have never received H im . Some people are afraid  
of any th ing  su p ern a tu ra l in  relig ion  and , of course, 
the H oly  S p irit is su perna tu ra l. M any ta lk  abou t 
the H oly S p irit b u t do n o t give themselves u n ­
reservedly to  H is contro l an d  guidance.

I f  we have received the H oly S p irit there  are 
some evidences in  o u r lives. H e is the S p irit of 
love. A fter Pentecost the  people were m ade to 
say concerning those w ho h ad  received the Spirit, 
“B ehold, how  they love one an o th e r!” T h e  in d i­
v idual w ho is Spirit-filled canno t have h a tred  or 
m alice tow ard any ind iv idual.

"An Hundred and Fifty and 
Three"

M onday:
They counted theml Of course. We 

feel their excitement as we read. All 
night long and nothing caught. Then 
a fresh meeting with Jesus, new direc­
tions, followed without question—and 
the net full, “an hundred and fifty and 
three.” We count the fish with them 
and share the mounting, bursting sur­
prise of answered faith: our empty ef­
forts replaced by God’s overabundant 
supply. (John 21:11; Ephesians 3:20-21.)
Tuesday:

Another counting—this one futile:

five loaves and two fishes over against 
five thousand plus! Impossible ratiol 
It might as well have been six thousand 
plus. As the count of need grew, what 
difference would a mere thousand make 
when the human resources would stretch 
scarcely to feed two individuals? But 
turned over to God? There is a time 
not to count; God's resources and ours 
are not commensurate. (Matthew 14: 
17-21.)
W ednesday:

There is a time to count; bu t the 
calculating follows strange laws. Thirty- 
two thousand reduced to 10,000, the
10,000 to 300, and the 300 worth more 
than the 32,000? It is the pure, tested, 
expendable loyalty that counts! Or the 
unorthodox ratio: 2 is to 10,000 as 1 is 
to 1,000. It is the pure agreement that 
makes the count.

Where do you fit in? And I? Where 
our one counts its full potential? 
(Judges 7:2-7; Deuteronomy 32:30.)

Thursday:
There are times when the counting 

shows up a rich harvest: Pentecost with 
its three thousand souls, and the days 
following with "m ultitudes” added. A 
healthy church would follow this pat­
tern; “barren altars" are unthinkable.

But the count of the delayed or u n ­
seen harvest must never be forgotten. 
God’s count to Elijah of 7,000 loyal h id­
den souls (Elijah had miscounted!) will 
save the faithful sower from discourage­
ment. Or those thirty years of Carey’s

in India before the zero mounted to 
one. Acts 2:41, 5:14; I Kings 19:10, 18.)
Friday:

The individual choice is still in­
escapable: the nine disciples who fol­
low the “norm al” routine, or the three 
who share the Transfiguration and the 
Garden. The eleven who falter but 
follow, or the one who betrays his Lord’s 
trust. This count is being kept in God’s 
books. (Matthew 17:1-2; Acts 1:17-20.)
Saturday:

The 144,000 finally sealed from harm, 
God’s name in their foreheads, 12,000 
from each of the 12 tribes, dimly as we 
may comprehend its literalness, sug­
gests God’s perfect faithfulness and the 
completion of His over-all planning. 
And the 12 gates (each inscribed with 
a name) of the “city foursquare,” every 
way measuring "twelve thousand fur­
longs,” assure the safe home-coming of 
His otvn to the place prepared, of per­
fect symmetry for those who “belong.” 
(Revelation 7:4; 14:1; 21:12, 16.) 
Sunday:

Then the recklessly jubilant counting 
—“ten thousand times ten thousand, and 
thousands of thousands,” till all count 
is lost—"a great multitude, which no 
man could num ber’’—shouting their 
hearts out in praise to Christ, their 
Redeemer and ours. Let the echoes of 
that final heavenly numbering lift our 
spirits in the days when the count 
seems to m ount by ones and twos. 
(Revelation 5:11-12; 7:9.)
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Cutting a Channel . . .  Are YOU Doing It?
T w o of my grandchildren , ages ten and  eleven, 

an d  three of the ir friends, took me h u n tin g  yes­
terday; th a t is, they persuaded me to  go. T h a t  
was the only way o u r g randch ild ren  could  get to 
go. T hey  d id n ’t h u n t for birds or rabb its—the 
children were too small for that; they h u n ted  for 
frogs. W here d id  we go? W e followed a little  
channel for a half-m ile o r perhaps a m ile. Rocks 
were on every h an d  and  it  wasn’t easy going. T h e  
channel was narrow ; T h ere  was only a little  water 
in  the bottom , b u t it was m oving along. W e saw 
some frogs, b u t we d id n ’t catch any. Nevertheless 
the ch ild ren  had  a big time, an d  I got some good 
fresh a ir  an d  sunshine.

W h a t’s the purpose of all this? you may ask. 
T o  b ring  to you the though t of “cu tting  a channel.” 
T h a t  stream , tiny as it is, is cu tting  a channel. 
T h e  banks are no m ore than  three or four feet 
ap art anywhere, and  in  several places less than  
that. B u t a channel is being dug! W hat does it 
take to m ake a channel, a channel th a t m ight 
sometime become as big as the Mississippi River? 
Some of its tribu taries probably  started  w ith a 
tiny channel like the one of w hich I w rite—so 
small it doesn’t even have a name.

H ow  are channels cut? T h e re  m ust be move­
m ent, activity; the w ater flows along. I t  keeps this 
u p  for days, weeks, m onths, years, and  sometimes 
even for centuries. Slowly b u t surely the channel

is m ade. T h e re  is not only m ovem ent, activity, 
b u t as has already been im plied, there is persistence, 
constancy; it  continues. I t  doesn’t last fo r ju s t a 
few days or weeks; it  goes on an d  on. In  add itio n  
to  the m ovem ent, o r activity, an d  the persistence, 
o r constancy, there is effort, o r energy. S trength  
m ust be expended, pow er m ust be m anifested be­
fore a channel can be cut.

Still an o th er factor enters in , an d  th a t is, this 
work isn’t done instantaneously. H oliness people 
believe in  the timeless; we believe th a t G od does 
some things for m an in  the flash of a m om ent. 
G od regenerates m an, cleanses his h ea rt from  sin, 
b u t th a t isn ’t the whole story, as m uch as we 
believe in  th a t w hich takes place instantly . We 
also are sure th a t C hristian  character can’t be 
b u ilt in  a ligh tn inglike fashion; it takes tim e and  
m ust be done gradually , little  by little . W e m ust 
n o t only b u ild  a character, b u t also we m ust make 
a place for ourselves in  the C hristian  world. By 
this is no t m ean t a position  for ourselves, bu t 
ra th e r a place of influence, an  im pression on 
society. Are we cu ttin g  a channel th rough  the 
world? A re we m aking  ourselves felt for God? 
Are we doing  som ething th a t w ill coun t for e te r­
nity? O r are we ju s t d riftin g  a long  w ithou t m oving 
any th ing  or anybody, w ithou t cu ttin g  a channel, 
w ithou t m aking an im pression, w ithou t exerting  
any influence for good? G od forbid!
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I f  we are really Christians, we m ust cu t a chan­
nel in  the w orld  fo r G od by these various means.

B ut the w riter does no t like th a t w ord “cu t.” 
I t  is a good word, an d  it  is used in  the way in  
w hich I  use it  here. B u t w hen we ta lk  about 
“cu tting ,” we th in k  of knives; an d  knives, when 
they cut, sometimes do dam age—sometimes they 
h u rt. N o t so w ith  the channel w hich a stream  
cuts. I t  begins w ith  a few quarts  o r gallons of 
water, an d  they glide along gently; they are not 
cruel, an d  yet they m ake themselves felt. Likewise, 
the C hristian  should  deepen and  w iden his in ­
fluence; his life should  tell for Jesus. T h e  song 
says, “I  w ant my life to tell for Jesus.” In  o ther

Deep snow and long icicles surround ihe General Walker 
Hotel. A large sign greets us, "W elcom e Nazarene R etrea t.’’ 
T he Retreat is not scheduled to open for several hours but 
already almost one hundred of your sons and daughters 
are here.

"Are you front Kansas C'.ity? Wc tire f r o n t  .” And
the Retreat was on. I remember thinking, I never saw a 
group so hungry for fellowship—like a family reunion.”

The facilities were outstanding. Here was a hotel which 
Hitler had built for the use of his staff and guests in the 
Bavarian Alps—the extreme southern part of Germany—a 
little thumb that juts down into Austria. It is now m ain­
tained by the United States Government for religious retreats 
for its military personnel.

T he first meal—lovely dining room, white-coated waiters, 
and five courses! Surely they can’t keep up meals like this 
for a week, I remember thinking. But they did.

l ime for the get-acquainted activities that first evening.

This story is late. Its lateness results, not from delin­
quency of either desire or duty, but from sheer inability 
to tell the story.

Our first Servicemen's Retreat had barely closed when I 
lirst started to write the story of it, but I was too emotion­

ally involved to do it just then. 
It would be easier later.

Bui it wasn't; nor is it now. 
It is five weeks later, and pen 
and paper are ready. The story 
gives way to recollection.

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Paul and Maxine Skiles were in charge. W hat a wonderful 
time of fellowship! All the last signs of starch disappeared. 
Just a wonderful gang of Nazarenes—almost two hundred 
by this time.

A check was made. They represented thirty-eight states, 
Canada, and the British Isles. They had come from four 
continents to attend the R etreat—Europe. Asia, Africa, and 
North America. They were from one-year men to twenty- 
four-year career men. It mattered but little whether they 
came from Izmir, Turkey, Morocco in Africa, or one of 
the many European countries—they were all of the same 
brand. Top quality!

They cheered the letter of greetings from the general 
church, written by General Superintendent Vanderpool.

Bedtime—but who wanted to go to bed? To the snack 
room—there they sat in groups, laughing, talking, getting 
to know each other, drinking coffee, eating sandwiches. 
No one was hungry—except for fellowship—and it is always 
easier to relax and talk over a sandwich. Eleven o’clock. 
Midnight. At 12:45 a.m. the last group went to their rooms.
I was the last.

Breakfast any time from 7:00 to 9:00 a.m. Group "buzz” 
session at 9:30 a.m., directed by a chaplain. T hat reminds 
me of what a great help those four chaplains and their 
wives were in the Retreat: Conley Pate, Samuel Graves,
Kenneth Matheny, and Robert Schappell.

Chapel time was 11:00 a.m. Wide, tall windows sur­
rounded our chapel. Outside were the deep snow, the 
bright sun, the majestic mountains. Paul Skiles's trombone 
expressed our feelings, “Hozo Great T h o u  A rt!”

The thirty-seven children were downstairs. Floy and 
Maxine (Gilliland and Skiles) opened their daily session 
of vacation Bible school activities. The mothers were free 
to attend the services.

The chapel message was on “God’s Purpose for All His 
People”—that we “might serve him without fear, in holiness 
and righteousness, . . .  all the days” of our lives. I tried 
to simply tell of God’s plan of salvation—what He wanted 
to do for us—and how we could enter into its benefits. No 
altar call was given. Later one fine young man said, "T hat 
service helped to get me back on the track. In my associ­
ations with others—I had come up against some doubts on 
the m atter of holiness. I see my way again, now.” There 
was opportunity to deal with several, in private, that day. 
A typical comment was, “It has been so long, I have needed 
spiritual help. I came here to get it.” I remember now 
how the challenge of this opportunity started burning with 
me with new heat.

Lunch. Afternoon recreation. There they went—some on 
sight-seeing tours, some on the cable car to the top of a 
mountain peak, some on sleds, others on skis. Chaplain 
Graves couldn’t ski. He tried. He still can't.

Below us, about three or four miles away, is the village 
of Berchtesgaden. A gang of us are lined up with small 
individual sleds. W e're off! All the way into town. Narrow 
trails, steep curves, rough spots. Some of us quit counting 
when the sled threw us the twenty-fifth time.

The first evening service. The choir had rehearsed. Good 
singing. Paul had asked for a quartet. He got it—the first 
eleven-man quartet in history. Everybody sang.

A very simple evangelistic message, but God was there. 
It was so very quiet. No moving around, no talking, not 
even any amens. Quietness. The presence of God was so 
wonderfully real.

And they were hungry. They started standing at the 
back to come to the altar before we ever had the crowd 
stand. They started down the aisle before the song started, 
down all the aisles. One long row of chairs across the 
chapel. A second row. Two long rows of seekers. They

came so readily—so easily. No pressure. None was needed. 
God was there.

Each one prayed. Rather strange altar scene. No loud 
praying—and very little instruction. Quiet searching after 
God. Tears. Victories. I was called away from the altar 
three different times by young fellows wanting to talk to 
me about personal problems. Each one found victory. 
Toward the end—another fellow came from the back, dropped 
to his knees beside me, and said, “Ponder, pray for me too.”
I did. Every seeker found victory.

Bedtime? Not really. Not until about two hours of just 
visiting and talking—with sandwiches and coffee, of course.

Chapel, the next day. Testimonies. Melting testimonies. 
“I had not been in a Nazarene service for forty-three months 
—and not many of any kind. I needed this.” “I came to 
this Retreat with a hungry heart. God has already met my 
need.” “It hasn't been easy. We don’t have much help.
I had held on about as long as I could. I took new ground 
last night.” Lots of testimonies. Then a little message on 
walking with God—even when you don’t feel like it.

Another great afternoon of activity. I t’s like one big, 
happy family by this time. Another trip down the hill on 
the sled. Never again!

The evening service. More testimonies, choir, eleven-man 
quartet, the message. Another long line of seekers. I t is 
almost 100 per cent victory by this time. There were officers 
at the altar. You couldn’t tell them from others, not in 
the entire Retreat. Victory again. Private counseling—deal­
ing with problems—personal and real.

Another day. Jerry and Alice Johnson and their two 
sons had arrived by plane from Eugene, Oregon. They were 
there to open our work in West Germany. The group had 
been anticipating their arrival.

Jerry brought the message in chapel. He told of how 
God had led them in coming to Germany. God melted our 
hearts. All of the servicemen gave him their names and 
addresses, along with the names of contacts they had with 
German families. There was real optimism among all of 
them concerning our new work.

Our last night. Chaplain Matheny is leading a buzz 
session: “Has the Retreat helped you?” Testimonies fol­
lowed—words of appreciation to the general church for 
making the Retreat possible. “Can’t we have one each 
six months?” T hen—a unanimous vote—asking that the 
Church of the Nazarene hold one each year.

The last service. The songs and the message were on 
that theme. The four chaplains, Jerry Johnson, and Paul 
Skiles assisted in serving Communion. It seemed like holy 
ground. This chapel where once the feet of H itler and 
his friends had danced, where once they drank—we celebrated 
the Lord's Supper! No words can describe it.

The last service is over. The last night in the snack room. 
They made speeches, they gave us lovely souvenirs. Who
cared how late it was? It was the last night. T hen—back
to their bases—four hundred miles north in Germany, three 
hundred and fifty miles west to France, across the channel 
into England, back to Naples in Italy; who knows how far 
south into Africa, or how far east to Turkey? So forget the 
dock! Last opportunities to deal, personally, with those
still having spiritual problems. At last—to bed—very late!

The last breakfast. Luggage in the lobby. Some ready 
to catch the bus, others loading their cars.

Our taxi was waiting. Had to go. “Please come back 
next year!” “See you at Western Ohio Camp this summer!” 
“It has been the greatest week of our lives.” “We can make 
it through another year if we can have another one next 
year.”

The taxi had to pull away. Who cares about the lump 
in the throat? Who is ashamed of tears? And who could 
adequately write the story?—I can’t!

achieve this end there must be constant 
discipline. Samson, however, was not 
w illing  to pay the fu ll price. Second, 
revenge became his philosophy, for, “As 
they did unto me, so have I done unto 
them.” Thus the recital of events was 
the encounter of only one man against 
the Philistines. T hird , the moment he 
sacrificed certain restrictions he was no 
longer unusually endowed with super­
natural strength, for “the Lord was de­
parted from him.”

The Philistines were a constant threat 
to the children of Israel. Again there 
is the recurring cycle; rebellion, servi­
tude, and deliverance. Because of evil 
committed in the sight of the Lord, they 
were delivered into the hands of the 
Philistines; but God in His mercy chose 
to raise up another judge, Samson.

Certain restrictions were given. He 
must be a Nazarite from birth to death, 
separate himself from wine and strong 
drink, and no razor “shall come on his 
head.” From his early days he was a 
man of exploits. W ith the promise that 
"he shall begin to deliver Israel out of 
the hand of the Philistines,” Samson 
courageously encountered the enemy. 
Finally Samson went to Gaza and there 
he fell into sin. At last, entangled with 
the woman Delilah, he revealed the 
secret of his strength. And here is the 
tragedy of the broken vow: abandoned 
by Godl

This lesson on temperance forcibly 
points out the tragedy of the wasted 
life. W ith great possibilities, chosen of 
God and everything in his favor, he 
chose the way of a braggart and gave 
himself over to his passions.

Notice the steps downward: First, he 
was chosen of God. Here was a man 
set aside for a lofty purpose; and to

In  M atthew  24:35 it  says, “H eaven and earth  shall pass away, bu t m y  words 
shall no t pass aw ay.” I  always thought tha t heaven  w as a perm anen t place 
ivhere th e  C hristian  w ould  be forever. W hat does th is verse m ean?

Heaven has more than one meaning.
It does mean a permanent place where 
the Christian will be forever. It also 
signifies the sun and stars and the other 
parts of the physical universe which sur­
round the earth, or are above the earth.
These elements will melt with fervent

heat—they will cease to be as they are 
now. They are undoubtedly referred to 
in the verse before us. It says, “Heaven 
and earth shall pass away.” They are 
material forms now, and as such will 
come to an end, but the truths of the 
Word of God are eternal.

In  one o f th e  B ible dictionaries, there are th e  fo llow ing questions: “A re  we 
able to keep G od’s ho ly  laiv now ?” The answ er is, “No.” The n e x t question  
is, “W hat refuge, then , have w e from  God's w rath?” A nsw er, Galatians 3:13. 
D uring our recent lesson on the T en  C om m andm ents th is question  was 
brought up, and qu ite  a discussion follow ed. Needless to say, som e o f us 
are confused. W ould  yo u  please give us your explanation  o f the  above 
questions and yo u r in terpreta tion  o f G alatians 3:13 and 3:23-26?

In Matthew 5:17, Jesus says, “T hink sinner. There is also another way in 
not that I am come to destroy the law, which we can think of Christ, or the 
or the prophets: I am not come to de- grace which He brings, fulfilling the
stroy, but to fulfil.” These words do 
not contradict the passages which the 
dictionary refers to in Paul's writings. 
T he law, including the Ten Command­
ments, still has great value for the Chris­
tian. It furnishes a standard which the 
Christian should strive to live up to, 
and it should be added that he can to 
a large extent follow its precepts. Of 
course he cannot absolutely keep the 
law in an external sense. In  other words, 
he cannot escape making mistakes or 
committing sins of ignorance. However 
he can avoid any conscious and delib­
erate intention not to keep the law. 
Thus, from the heart, or in spirit, he 
can keep the law and is obligated to 
do this very thing. This is possible by 
faith, which not only justifies, but also 
regenerates, or brings the grace of God 
into the heart of the man who was a

law. It is as follows: Sanctification,
which begins in regeneration and is 
completed in e n t i r e  sanctification 
through the spirit of perfect love, writes 
the law of God upon the heart. In  this 
way, the keeping of the law of God is 
made easy. We serve God and thus keep 
His commandments in the purpose of 
our hearts because we love Him. Thus 
we are free, indeed, just as the law-abid­
ing citizen is free indeed. He is not 
worrying all of the time about this or 
that particular law. Finally, we must 
never forget the importance of the Ten 
Commandments or the law of God as a 
whole. T he law helps the sinner to 
become conscious of his need of Christ 
and grace and, further, it keeps before 
the best Christian the divine standard 
by which his heart life will be judged.

Please exp la in  the  fo llow ing  verses: “For th a t w hich  befa lleth  the  sons of 
m en  befalleth  beasts; even  one th ing  befa lleth  them : as the one d ieth , so 
d ieth  the other; yea, th ey  have all one breath; so tha t a m an  hath  no pre­
em inence above the  beast: fo r  all is va n ity . A ll go u n to  one place; all are 
o f th e  dust, and  all tu r n  to  dust again” (Ecclesiastes 3:19-20).

However, if you will read the whole 
passage—3:16-22—you will see at once 
that beasts and men are not thought of 
as being the same.

An Example of Home 
Missions Growth

“In February, 1954, Dr. W. D. McGraw, 
Jr., met with thirteen members of 
Salem’s First Church to launch a new 
home mission church, the South Salem 
Church of the Nazarene. W hen the 
congregation was officially organized in 
September of that year, the majority of 
the people were new to the Church of 
the Nazarene.

‘ In April, 1958, we had our fourth 
annual meeting. By God's wonderful 
grace we were able to report a mem­
bership of 94. This means that in the 
four-year history of our church we have 
had a membership gain of 723 per cent.

T hat help 
may be in supporting the pastor or in 
securing property or a building. The 
right help at the right time will often 
give the new church the necessary boost 
for a good growth and a solid financial 
foundation. W hen that help is not 
present, the new church may be anemic 
and weak for a number of years. And 
once the church begins to grow, it is 
soon not only strong enough to carry 
its own load, but able to give back to 
the general and district interests of the 
church far more than it has received.

The district home missions budget is 
the source of support for the new con­
gregation. In this Golden Anniversary 
year it is more im portant than ever 
that every church try to keep its home 
missions budget paid up to date. It is 
vitally necessary if we are to reach our 
goal of a new church a day this year. 
Recently a district superintendent said 
that the churches on his district were 
$10,000 behind on their home missions 
budget. He thought most of it would 
come in before the district assembly, 
but the district home missions program 
was held up most of the first half of 
1958 because of lack of funds. Let 
every church endeavor to pay its home 
missions budget on a monthly basis and 
keep up to date on it.

F. Lyman MacCallum in 1955, who had 
been in charge of the work there for 
twelve years.

T he society’s work in this agency, 
which is carried on jointly with the 
British and Foreign Bible Society, covers 
Turkey, Greece, Lebanon, Syria, Iraq, 
and eastern Arabia.

Mr. Weeks comes to the Bible Society 
from the First Church of the Nazarene 
in Fort Wayne, Indiana, where he has 
been the pastor for three years. He ob­
tained an A.B. degree from Olivet Naz­
arene College of Kankakee, Illinois, as 
a philosophy major and his B.D. degree 
from Nazarene Theological Seminary of 
Kansas City, Missouri, with majors in 
Bible and theology. He was ordained 
as an elder in the Church of the Naza­
rene in 1949.

Before studying for the ministry Mr. 
Weeks was trained in accounting and 
was employed by a num ber of large 
business firms. After graduating from 
college he was employed as accountant 
for the General Board of the Church 
of the Nazarene at its international head­
quarters in Kansas City, Missouri. He 
asked to be released from this work 
while completing his senior year at the 
seminary to start a home mission church 
in a needy area.
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Mr. Weeks has always kept his interest 
alive in business and accounting func­
tions by working in his spare time on 
an indexing system for ministers which 
he hopes to have published upon com­
pletion.

For the first tim e in eight years 
and after a two years’ study by a 
special committee, the National Coun­
cil of Churches has taken a stand 
on the alcohol problem.

The use of alcoholic beverages has 
been termed a “serious threat to the 
health, happiness, and welfare of 
m any people and to the stability of 
fam ilies and com m unities” by the 
largest Protestant organization in 
the United States. The board of the 
council has created an official state­
ment on T he C hurches and  A lcohol 
w hich summarizes the opinions of 
34 member denominations w ith 38,- 
000,000 parishioners.

The s t a t e m e n t  urges member 
churches to start a campaign of edu­
cation on the problems of alcohol and 
to exercise pastoral care for alco­
holics. It calls for legal control re­
lated to beverage alcohol “aimed to 
reduce its use.”

The statement of the board says, 
“Alcohol education in the churches 
should cover all aspects of the use 
of alcohol—drinking, drunkenness, 
and alcoholism—and should be con­
ceived in long-range terms. It 
should reach adults as well as youth.” 

There are some areas in which 
Nazarenes have little opportunity to 
work with churches that are mem­
bers of the National Council, but this 
fight against alcoholism is a common 
concern. Even though we would be 
w illing to crusade in addition to edu­
cate while some of the other churches 
would prefer the educational ap­
proach only, we certainly ought to 
take advantage of every opportunity 
we have of adding our influence to 
the defeat of this mutual enemy.

Nazarenes, hold your heads high, 
for _ our traditional stand on this 
subject is now being vindicated by 
some who have questioned it. Let 
us be aggressive in the assurance 
of the correctness of our position. 
Pick out an article in your local 
newspaper that bears on this prob­
lem and write your editor a letter 
encouraging his support of the tem­
perance forces.
