“Evangelism  F irst” is the slogan for this quad renn ium . T h is means tha t 
every force in the church m ust be a lerted  and  m obilized for every means of 
evangelism. “ Mass evangelism ,” “visitation evangelism ,” and  “personal evan­
gelism ” are open doors of o p p o rtu n ity  for reaching people for Christ. W e 
have organizations set up for such im p o rtan t factors as v isitation, invitation, 
indoctrina tion , an d  enro llm ent. O u r efforts will be co-ordinated and  church- 
wide. Nevertheless, to m ake "Evangelism  F irst” m ore than  a slogan or more 
than  the hum an  effort of w ell-m eaning people, we m ust have the Holy Ghost 
o u tpoured  upon  us.

Prayer is th a t m ighty force tha t has always reached the th rone of God and 
moved His arm  in defense and  in behalf of His people and  His program .

Effectual, fervent prayers of the church will pu t drive in  the program s 
and  lift “Evangelism  F irst” from  the p lane of a slogan, f t  will give passion 
an d  w arm th of h eart to our efforts. Prayer will give compassion w hen we see 
the m ultitudes as “sheep w ithou t a shepherd .” God will operate th rough  pray­
ing ind iv iduals as H e did  in  the past.

W hen N ehem iah wept, m ourned, fasted, and  prayed before the G od of 
heaven (N ehem iah 1:1), vision, drive, and  guidance were given him  as lie met 
the com bined forces of opposition which were ever before him . Prayer b rought 
him  on his way. H is own forces were organized, coop era tin g , and  persevering 
bu t the walls were only half finished. W hen new and desperate conspirators 
arose against him , N ehem iah again resorted to prayer and  tigh tened  his lines 
of defense; God was released on his problem , the walls were finished, and the 
cause of God was advanced.

T h e  Early C hurch  was assaulted from  every quarte r. T h e  th rea t of both 
rulers and elders was upon  them —fu rth e r advancem ent seemed impossible. 
T h en  they prayed—“A nd w hen they had  prayed” (Acts 4 :31), the em pow ering 
S pirit came upon  them , and  they spoke the w ord of G od w ith boldness. A 
m u ltitu d e  were m ade believers—and  great grace was upon them  all.

U nceasing, effectual prayer com ing from  the hearts of hum ble people 
p recip ita ted  the W elsh revival which swept thousands into the Kingdom about 
the tu rn  of the century.

O u r church is challenged to make advancem ent today. We call for u n ­
ceasing p u lp it em phasis upon  prayer as the m ighty force in  successful evangelism. 
We sound a call to prayer w arriors everywhere. W e can and  m ust have a mighty 
upsurge of evangelism th rough  prevailing  prayer.
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The poise and grace of a Christian 
under pressure speak louder than what 
he says on prayer meeting night.—

A recent a u th o r  says th a t holiness is held  in 
disrepute today by bo th  the laity and  the m inistry. 
He says the same processes th a t transform ed an 
old-time holiness denom ination  in to  a liberal de­
nom ination  are now opera ting  in  certa in  holiness 
groups, an d  th a t the full effects canno t be seen 
at present. W hile  his sta tem ent is debatable, it 
would be well fo r the holiness m ovem ent to  take 
a long look a t the holiness we see ab o u t us today. 
As “ the proof of the  p u d d in g  is in  the eating ,” 
we can judge only by w hat is evidenced to  the eye, 
heart, and  understand ing . Does holiness work to ­
day? Is it the same as possessed by the apostles, 
Wesley, o r Bresee?

Is I t  P o w e r f u l ?
T h e  test of true  holiness is no t in  theology b u t 

in power. In  those churches where the message of 
sanctification is no longer preached, o r is m en­
tioned only in  term s which m ean no th ing , there 
has been no basic change in  the doctrine as p re ­
sented in  th e ir creeds or books of rules. T h e  
change has come in the p resen tation  of the tru th . 
M inisters no longer m ake it an im p o rtan t p art 
of th e ir  p u lp it m inistry , an d  the laym en have 
failed in  m ain ta in in g  it in  the pew. As someone 
has said, we can be as stra igh t as a gun  barrel and 
just as em pty. T h is  is tragically so doctrinally .

T h e  test of holiness is no t in  form  b u t in  power. 
T h e  Pharisees had  p lenty of form  and  ritu a l bu t 
how little  power! W e can hold  holiness m eetings 
today, profess to be a holy people, talk  abou t it, 
proclaim  it by a “Holiness u n to  the L o rd ” sign on 
the sanctuary wralls, b u t it w ill no t avail for the 
needs of hum an ity  u n til  we have the power. I t  
is possible for holiness churches to be as form alistic 
as the so-called sp iritua lly  frigid churches.

T h e  test of holiness is no t in testifying b u t in 
power. W ords are cheap, b u t words spoken from  
a heartfe lt experience m ake a real im pact on the 
w orld. T r iu m p h a n t holiness is holiness p u t to 
the test in  regard  to power, no t merely the p ro ­
fession of power. T h e  tragedy of the Laodicean 
church was th a t it  professed h igh and  possessed 
low’. Its people said they were rich, increased w ith 
goods, an d  had  need of noth ing . Jesus said they 
were “w retched, an d  m iserable, an d  poor, and  
b lind , an d  n aked” (R evelation 3:17). May G od

deliver the holiness m ovem ent today from  such 
a fate!

Is I t  P r a c t i c a l ?
Holiness is not applicable u n til it is practical. 

I t  m ust work in  daily living. If holiness means 
th a t one m ust love God suprem ely w ith all his 
heart, m ind, soul, and  strength, it m ust affect 
every area of his life. I t  m ust work a t home, in  
the church, a t the place of em ploym ent, and  in 
the school.

I t  m ust affect o u r th inking. C arnal am bition, 
jealousy, bigotry, and  carnal im agination  are ex­
cluded. T h in k in g  evil will color the attitudes and 
activities. T h in k in g  defeat always brings defeat. 
Sanctified am bition  is com m endable b u t u n sp ir­
itu a l am bition  is carnal. W e need am bition  bu t 
it m ust be sanctified. A young m an was asked 
d u rin g  a p o p u la r rad io  program , “W h at’s your 
am bition?” H e answered, “Oh, mostly n o th in ’.” 
T o  have no am bition  is to have insurm ountab le  
difficulty, b u t am bition  anoin ted  by the Holy 
S pirit spells victory in  C hristian  living.

I t  m ust affect o u r a ttitudes. C arnal pride, be­
ing easily offended, “having a spell,” office seeking, 
string pulling , and  m achinery m an ipu la tion  are 
no t signs of true  holiness. Bad a ttitudes annu l the 
testim ony of holiness.

I t  m ust affect the daily life. T h e  truly sanctified 
p u t holiness on exhib ition . Gossip, slander, cu t­
ting  words, suggestive stories are the bane of a 
holiness profession. Faithfulness to the cause of 
C hrist is a daily m ust. Faithfulness to H is Church 
is of great im portance. W hat are the reasons for 
absenteeism  from  the church? W hy are the Sun­
day n igh t and  week n igh t services m ore poorly 
a ttended  th an  Sunday m orning? W ould  an  em ­
ployer accept these reasons as reasons for absentee­
ism from  w'ork?

T h e  activities in  w hich the sanctified engages 
m ust be in  line w ith the will of G od for his life. 
Any activity w hich cannot be en tered  conjointly  
w ith C hrist is wrong. Practical holiness is p rac­
tical living.

Is I t  P e r s o n a l ?

Only as holiness is a personal re la tionsh ip  and 
state w ill it be successful holiness. T h e  truly 
sanctified will no t judge th e ir experiences purely
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by others. T here  are those who excuse themselves 
by the failu re  of others. Because others do no t 
m ake the grade, o r do no t reach th e ir  goal, or 
get by w ith  attitudes and  activities w hich are 
questionable, they lose the victory by allow ing 
themselves to  engage in  the  same things. M any 
lim it th e ir p o ten tia l by being satisfied w ith doing 
only w hat others do, o r giving only w hat others 
give.

T h e  sanctified w ill no t ho ld  one standard  for 
themselves an d  ano ther for others. T h u s  they 
w ould become judges and  criticizers, stra in ing  a t 
gnats and  swallowing camels. T hey  do no t wash 
the outside of the cup  an d  “p u t on” holiness, 
giving no regard  n o r a tten tio n  to  the inside.

T h e  sanctified w ill be h a rd  on  themselves and 
easy on others. T hey  w ill no t be qu ick  to  com­
m en t on  the fa ilu re  of others. T h e ir  patience will 
m ake allowance for others, b u t th e ir  faithfulness 
an d  loyalty w ill set a standard  for themselves to 
m ain ta in .

Is holiness the  same today as enjoyed by the 
apostles, Wesley, Bresee? T h e  answ er is an u n ­
qualified  “Yes.” G od is the same, the  standards 
of holiness are  the same, an d  the pow er is the 
same. In  an  age w hen there  can be clearly seen 
a substitu te  o r a counterfeit holiness, the genuine 
may still be ob tained , a tta ined , an d  m aintained. 
Let us “sing it, shout it, preach it, and  live it!”

Someone has said th a t the H ebrew  n a tio n  is 
G od’s tim e clock; “W atch these people,” they say, 
“and  one may discern the signs of the times.”

T h e  H ebrew  people have had  an  illustrious h is­
tory: led in to  the prom ised land  and  established 
by Joshua; ru led  by judges for fou r h u n d red  years; 
by kings for five h u n d red  years un til, carried  away 
captive for the ir idolatrous w orship and  corrup t 
governm ent, th e ir state was subjugated  by the 
gentiles and  rem ained in  a deplorable condition 
for nearly  two thousand  years. In  May, 1948, the 
Jews m oved in to  Palestine on the heels of the 
w ithdraw ing B ritish soldiers, and  proclaim ed a 
national state. Now the Israelites, in teg ra ted  in to  
a na tion  again, are figuring largely in  in te rna tiona l 
affairs.

T h e  same prophets th a t had  thundered  w arn­
ings of d readfu l calamities, like dark  clouds of 
an  im pending storm , because of the sins of Judah  
and  Israel, also prophesied w ith  divine insp iration  
the glorious beams of hope and  redem ption  from  
all those calam ities. Jerem iah, the w eeping prophet, 
one day dried  his tears and  saw such a revelation: 
“Fear thou not, O  Jacob  my servant, saith  the 
Lord: for I am w ith thee; for I w ill m ake a full 
end  of all the nations w hither I have driven thee: 
b u t I will no t m ake a full end  of thee” (Jerem iah 
46:28). Isaiah lam ents for Israel’s affliction but, 
alm ost in  the same breath , exclaims, “Fear not: 
for I  am w ith  thee: I  w ill b rin g  thy seed from  
the east, an d  gather thee from  the west; I  will 
say to  the north , Give up ; and  to  the south, Keep 
no t back: b rin g  my sons from  far, an d  my daugh­
ters from  the ends of the ea rth ” (Isaiah 43:5-6).

Jerem iah  50:6-7 tells us th a t those w ho are of 
the house of Israel have been devoured w herever 
they have been scattered over the face of the earth. 
T h is  has been true  from  the tim e they were first 
dispersed to  o u r present tim e. N o t thousands, b u t 
literally  m illions, of Jew ish people have perished 
th rough  calam ities an d  persecutions. D uring  W orld  
W ar I I  five m illion  H ebrew s d ied  by gas ovens in 
Europe u n d e r H itle r’s regim e. Someday they are 
prom ised a com plete deliverance from  these and 
sim ilar troubles. A lready they have established a 
hom eland  in  th e ir very ow n country  of o lden time 
and arc re tu rn in g  by thousands to  this haven of 
rest from  the ir afflictions.

T h e  B ible also tells us th a t the Jews, a fte r com­
ing  back to  th e ir  native country, w ill repen t b it­
terly for crucifying th e ir  M essiah and  w ill accept 
H im  gladly as th e ir  K ing. T h is  w ill be a great 
dayl P au l speaks of it, “A nd  so all Israel shall 
be saved.” Zechariah spoke of it  long before, “A nd 
I w ill p o u r up o n  the house of D avid, an d  upon  
the in h ab itan ts  of Jerusalem , the sp irit of grace 
and  of supplications: an d  they shall look  up o n  me 
whom  they have pierced, an d  they shall m ourn  
for him , as one m o u rn e th  fo r his only son, and  
shall be in  bitterness for him , as one th a t is in 
b itterness fo r his firs tb o rn ” (Zechariah 12:10). 
T h is  scrip ture  says th a t the  Jews w ill look  upon  
the Messiah, no t m erely th ink  ab o u t H im . W hat 
could such language m ean  o th e r th an  th a t C hrist 
him self shall be in  Jerusalem ?

Zechariah also inform s us of an o th er g ran d  event 
in  the la tte r  days: “A nd his feet shall s tand  in  
th a t day u p o n  the m o u n t of Olives, w hich is be­
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fore Jerusalem  on the east, an d  the m oun t of 
Olives shall cleave in  the m idst thereof tow ard the 
east and  tow ard the west” (Zechariah 14:4). Now 
we learn  from  the Book of Acts th a t Jesus’ re­
appearance to this ea rth  w ill be som ew hat sim ilar 
to H is leaving it. “Ye m en of Galilee, why stand 
ye gazing u p  in to  heaven? this same Jesus, which 
is taken up  from you in to  heaven, shall so come 
in like m anner as ye have seen him  go in to  heaven” 
(Acts 1:11). B u t w here d id  C hrist ascend from? 
T he  nex t verse tells us, “T h e n  re tu rn ed  they un to  
Jerusalem from  the m o u n t called Olivet.” Is it 
presum ing too m uch to say th a t C hrist shall de­
scend from  heaven and  stand again upon  the 
M ount of Olives as Zechariah prophesied?

U nderstand ing  the developm ents in  Palestine at 
the presen t tim e w ould  lead one to believe th a t 
the com ing of o u r L ord  Jesus C hrist may be very 
soon.

Our Need Is

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. . . cox’ered himself with sackcloth, and went  
into the house of the Loyd  (II Kings 19:1).

W hen H ezekiah covered him self w ith  sackcloth 
and  w ent in to  the house of the L ord, w hat was 
he doing? H e was just simply declaring  tha t in 
his desperate s itua tion  he was no longer depend­
ing on his position  as a sovereign ru ler; b u t in 
the sight of G od and  everyone who saw him , he 
was looking to G od for help.

M any times in  the B ible we observe th a t when 
G od’s people were in  desperate need they either 
p u t on sackcloth o r were instructed  to do so.

I t  will do us no good to  p u t on a coarse garm ent 
as they d id  in  B ible times, b u t it will do us m uch 
good to adm it o u r desperate situation . W hen we 
look a t o u r beloved Zion a t the close of the G en­
eral Assembly and  see tha t we are the largest 
organized holiness denom ination  in the world, we 
may well praise G od for o u r g reat heritage. “T h e  
lines are fallen u n to  me in  p leasant places; yea, I 
have a goodly h eritage” (Psalms 16:6).

However, as we look closely at ou r m em bership 
gain in  fo u r years, a little  sim ple arithm etic  will

reveal th a t it took three saved and sanctified, 
Spirit-em pow ered people w orking four years to get 
one person saved and  sanctified and instructed 
sufficiently to  jo in  the church. B rethren, if these 
figures do no t cause us to p u t on the sackcloth, 
som ething is wrong.

I for one w ant to adm it tha t I have been an 
u tte r  failure as a pastor. I have accomplished 
no th ing  in my m inistry in com parison to w hat 
could have been done. I w ant to p u t on the sack­
cloth of true repentance. I am going to  call a 
personal, systematic fast twice a week. “Blow the 
tru m p et in Zion, sanctify a fast, call a solemn 
assembly” (Joel 2 :15). T h e  situation  is so serious 
th a t I w ant to go “in to  the house of the Lord, 
and  spread it before the L ord” like Hezekiah 
(II Kings 19:14), and stay there u n til the message 
comes from  God, “I have heard .”

O u r prayer m ust be souls and  “Evangelism 
First.” T h e n  and then only I believe w ith all my 
heart th a t we will see great victory in  soul w in­
ning in  o u r beloved Zion, the C hurch of the 
Nazarene.

A n d  he answering said, T h o u  shalt love the  
Lord  thy God with  all thy heart, and with all thy 
soul, and with  all thy strength, and with  all thy 
m ind; and thy neighbour as thyself (Luke 10:27); 
B u t I  say un to  you, Love your enemies, bless them  
that curse you, do good to them  that hate you, 
and pray for  them  which despitefully use you, and  
persecute you  (M atthew  5:44).

Love does some strange an d  w onderful things 
to the hum an  heart. Love lifts, love attracts and  
holds, love tenders and  softens, an d  love heals 
the stress an d  wounds of the heart. In  the  a t­
m osphere of love, m en and  women always reach 
the zenith of the ir capacities in  bo th  th o ugh t and  
action.

T h e  highest reach of our love must be to God: 
G od definitely calls for the highest and  deepest 
in  hum an  affection. “W ith  all thy heart, . . . soul, 
and  . . . strength, and  . . . m ind .” O f course we 
m ust love and  fellowship w ith G od’s people, and  
we m ust love Father, M other, and  o u r precious 
families. B u t our love for G od m ust reach far 
beyond o u r affection for the dearest on earth . In  
fact, we are no t fully capable of loving one an ­
o ther in  earth ly  ties as we should  u n til  we have 
come to love G od suprem ely. Evidence of this 
can be found  in  abundance in  hum an  relations.

Suprem e love for G od will p u t us in  the righ t 
and  p roper re la tionsh ip  w ith all m ankind . O u r 
love for G od should be sincere, deep, an d  eternal. 
W hen it  is all of this, then  we may rest assured 
th a t we are in  the righ t rela tionsh ip  w ith  God. 
A nd in  this law of love, it is pleasing to note th a t 
constant love for G od will ripen  in to  adoration  
and  genuine worship. T h is  is the way th a t God 
has in tended  th a t it should  be. B ut I  w ould have 
you know th a t it  will take the experience of h eart 
holiness to m ake it possible for us to love God 
“w ith all thy hea rt.”

Christian love will reach our neighbor—”. . . and  
thy neighbour as thyself.” C hristians m ust seek 
to  channel the love of G od to  all th a t are near 
them  as opportun ity  affords. T h e  o pportun ity  will 
be given us if we only look for it. Desperate h u ­
m an needs all ab o u t us w ill m easure the ex ten t 
of o u r neighborly love. T h e n  w hen o u r hearts 
are open channels, the flow of love w ill be n a tu ra l 
and  easy w herever there is tru ly  a need. Such 
neighborly love will extend help  in  tim e of need.

As a lad  in  my fa th e r’s hom e I  can rem em ber 
tha t, w hen a needy neighbor w ho h ad  b u t one 
team  w ith w hich to tend  his farm  lost a horse 
by death, one of my older brothers was sent about 
the com m unity w ith  a subscription list to make

up  m oney to  buy him  an o th e r horse. I  rem em ber 
too th a t back in  those days there was a qu ick  re ­
sponse to  help  a neighbor. I  believe th a t true 
neighborly love w ill ask no  pay for services ren ­
dered, an d  seek no earth ly  rew ard. R ew ards for 
neighborly kindness w ill come in  due tim e. R e­
m em ber th a t Jesus said “a cup of cold w ater” 
given in  the M aster’s nam e w ould  no t lose its 
reward.

Love must reach our enemies— “I  say u n to  you, 
Love your enem ies.” W hile  this is a com m and 
given by Jesus to H is followers, m en canno t love 
the ir enem ies w ithou t loving G od as they should. 
A nd doubtless the reverse of this is true, th a t m en 
cannot love G od as they should  w hile refusing to 
love th e ir enemies. H ow  can m en love G od as 
they should  w ithou t loving th e ir  enem ies w hen 
G od is the symbol of such love? Ceasing to  have 
love even for your enem ies w ill choke your flow 
of love tow ard God.

Does no t the practice of true  C hristian ity  de­
m and th a t we do good to the bodies and  souls of 
men? C ertainly such C hristian  behavior w ill prove 
to the w orld th a t is w atching from  the side lines 
th a t we are lovers of God. H ere are the sta te­
m ents of Jesus: “Bless them  . . .  do  good to  them  
. . . an d  pray for them  . . .” H ow  differen t this 
is from  the behavior of a selfish, sinful world!

Yes, there is the reach of o u r love to God, to 
our neighbors, and  to  our enemies. T h is  is the 
B ible way in  C hristian  living!

“W hen  a m an’s ways

God never in ten d ed  th a t the  C hurch  be falsely 
m aneuvered in to  the frig id  zone of cold ind iffer­
ence. B ut too m any C hristians have lost the flam e 
and are figh ting  a cold war, hav ing  slipped in to  
the g rip  of sp iritua l stalem ate. O u r sp iritua l p il­
grimage is m arred  w ith  the strew n wreckage of 
once flam ing w arriors whose tragedy began w ith 
a cold heart.

I t  R e v e a l s  O u r  P l i g h t  

W hen one refuses to  allow the H oly S pirit to 
keep his h eart hot, he is com pelled by sp iritua l 
law to succum b to the nauseating  degrees of luke­
warmness. I t  is n e ith er d ifficu lt n o r u n p o p u la r  
for such a victim  to settle for the norm  in  C hris­
tian  living. A religious pose w ill add  to his dignity  
in alm ost any A m erican com m unity, an d  he is 
“most acceptable” in  the average church.

T h ere  is also an o th e r elem ent th a t adds to the 
p light of the com placent—th a t of deception. T h e  
lukew arm  Laodiceans held  to a false security in 
their riches an d  declared th a t they h ad  “need of 
no th ing .” B ut C hrist term ed them  “wretched, and  
m iserable, and  poor, an d  b lind , and  naked” (Reve­
la tion  3:17). T hey  were b lin d  an d  though t they 
had  perfect vision. T h ey  were sham efully naked 
and th ough t they were fully clothed. T h e ir  cold, 
prayerless hearts h ad  so rem oved them  from  the 
b rig h t ligh t of tru th  u n til  th e ir sp iritu a l senses 
were dead. T hey  h ad  ears fu ll of wax. T hey  had  
eyes covered w ith  scales. T h e ir  hearts were crusty 
and  calloused.

I t  R e n d e r s  U s P o w e r l e s s  

O ne of the no tab le  characteristics of the C hurch 
M ilitan t has always been th a t of power. “Ye shall

receive power, after tha t the Holy Ghost is come 
upon  you” (Acts 1 :8). B ut by the lack of a p er­
p etual Pentecost we have relaxed in to  lethargy, 
o u r courage has been reduced to compromise, and 
o u r fa ith  has been replaced by form.

Jam es Stewart writes: “For the most part, we 
C hristians are in  the trenches. B ut the tragic 
fact is th a t C hrist’s arm y is no  longer subject to 
H is com m and. W e do no t m utiny, b u t we do not 
m arch.” T h e  stagnant church m ust become a 
dynam ic church. T h e  com placent church m ust be­
come a crusading church. T h e  sleeping church 
m ust become a w eeping church.

If this sleeping, sloven age of C hristianity  is 
corrected, it will be bccause someone blazes a 
tra il of re trea t to  the U pper R oom  for a divine 
baptism . Prevailing  prayer, earnest confession, and 
com plete obedience will b ring  the Holy Spirit in  
sanctifying power.

I t  R u in s  O u r  P u r p o s e

T h e  com pelling objective of every believer 
should be to  know  C hrist and  to make C hrist 
know n. Yet w hen o u r passion to please H im  is 
chilled we m ake the cause of C hrist “of none ef­
fect.” Unless the furnace of o u r hearts is properly 
heated  we will lose sight of the high and  noble 
purpose of C hristian  witness.

A cold h eart w ill ravish our affections. Instead 
of setting  o u r “affection on things above” (Colos- 
sians 3 :2 ), we have soiled them  w ith “ things of 
this w orld.”

Again, a cold h eart w ill counterfeit our testi­
mony.  A powerless church is the most meaningless 
in stitu tio n  in  the world. I t  has no excuse for 
existence. W ith o u t a bu rn in g  heart our witness 
is void, ou r words meaningless.

O u r complacency will also conform us to the 
ivorld. T h is w orld is constantly challenging the 
C hristian  to accept the present system of things as 
the only reality. Void of genuine love for Christ, 
the lukew arm  C hristian  has little  defense in  cold 
theory an d  a gainsaying w orld soon cuts inroads 
in to  his life.

B ut there is a remedy for a cold heart. Pente­
costal flames can b u rn  and bless and  restore. T h e  
fo u n ta in  of o u r hearts can be broken up . God 
can rem edy o u r p light. H e can restore o u r power. 
H e can help  us to rediscover o u r purpose.

“God is always close to the obedient C hristian 
regardless of w hat seems to be, and  H e will give 
the com fort th a t w ill strengthen, encourage, and 
stim ulate. Even in  the h o u r of seeming defeat, 
w hen the believer w onders w hat to do, if he will 
relax physically and  m entally  he will discover tha t 
G od has been by his side continually , and  has been 
sustain ing him  w hen he was no t conscious of it.”

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Christ and the Problem of Despondency

Dr. T . D eW itt T alm age once said, “D espond­
ency is one of the most unp rofitab le  feelings in 
which a m an may indulge.” Yet it comes to  every 
person sometime along the pathway of life.

One of the biographers of Q ueen Victoria quoted 
her as saying, “How one loves to cling to one’s 
grief!” T h e  pressures of life, m u ltip lied  by ten ­
sions, often b ring  us in to  a valley of deep, dark 
shadows. Despondency may come to us through 
experiences of others, and  circum stances beyond 
ou r control.

Despondency may come to us th rough  ou r own 
blunders. I t  may come th rough w rongdoing. 
N oth ing  can b ring  one in to  a state of despondency 
quicker than  the fact of sin in  the life.

Experiences of disheartening a ttitudes and physi­
cal exhaustion may lead us to despondency.

Despondency comes to the educated and  the u n ­
educated. I t  comes to the rich as well as to the 
poor. I t is no respecter of persons. W henever it 
strikes, it can become a destructive thing. It can 
wreck health , home, and  usefulness in  the best of 
m en and  women.

A great poet once declared, “Despondency is, I 
have no doubt, the greatest enemy and  stum bling 
block any of us have to fear.” It often robs people

of fa ith  and  of the ab ility  to cope w ith  the p ro b ­
lems th a t confront them  in life.

E lijah  was called upon  to  do a certa in  task in 
Israel’s history. H e h ad  overcome 450 false p ro p h ­
ets of Baal; b u t a th rea t by wicked Jezebel caused 
him  to become despondent, and  he fled for his 
life. H e found  him self p ray ing  to d ie—yesterday, 
a sp iritua l g ian t; today, a weak, d isheartened  m an. 
T h e  m ood of despondency was up o n  him .

As C hristians we are u n d e r com pulsion from  
God to  find  the answer to  this universal problem . 
W e are passing th rough  one of the m ost critical 
times in  o u r day. As one said long ago, “These 
are days th a t test the souls of m en.” G ood people 
are disheartened, despondent, weary, an d  h ea rt­
broken. “We are tired  clear in to  the fu tu re .”

C hrist is the answer! H e alone can solve our 
problem s and  bear o u r burdens. A rtificial means 
w ill no t suffice. Jesus lived w ith  a peace of m ind  
and  soul. H e can help  us to live in  the same 
m anner. H e has prom ised to  give rest to  the weary. 
W hy perm it moods to engulf us? W hy no t com ­
m it all to H im  who cares and  understands?

Jesus w ould suggest to  us in  times of despond­
ency the value of silence and prayer. T h e  greatest 
lessons in life are learned in  the qu ie t place of

T ensions are released, and  
the healing balm  floods the soul, giving a calm ­
ness no t to be found  anyw here else in  life.

I t  is a joy to read the little  Book of H abakkuk.

God 
patrols the roads of life on  the search for dead 
sparrows an d  dying m en—m uch m ore for dying 
men!

“The Pause That Refreshes”

“T h e  times of refreshing shall come from  the 
presence of the L o rd” (Acts 3:19).

Ere you left your room this morning  
Did you th ink  to pray?

In  the name of Christ, our Saviour,
D id  you sue for  loving favor 

As a shield today?

T h e  p rom inen t sign, “T h e  pause tha t refreshes,” 
one sees along the highway is a p ic ture  of the 
famous soft d rink  am id crushed ice and, instinctive­
ly, the foot relaxes from  the accelerator and  the 
eye searches for the rest stop w here this thirst- 
quenching beverage is sold.

B ut the pause th a t refreshes the born-again 
child  of God is the pause for prayer. In  o rder for 
the day to tu rn  ou t the way it  should, one should 
start the day w ith prayer. Before speaking w ith 
loved ones or friends, com m une w ith God. “B reth ­
ren, the Deity was no t revealed to gratify ou r cu ri­
osity, o r to  increase o u r in tellectual pride, b u t to 
b ring  us in to  relations of affection, subm ission and 
com m union w ith H im ” (K irk ).

In  seeking G od we always find H im  close by. H e 
is never too far away, for it is no t distance b u t sin 
tha t separates G od and  m an. T h e  gap is no t physi­
cal—b u t sp iritual. H ow  near H e will be to  us w hen 
we set o u r house in  o rder for H is ab id ing  presence: 
“I sought T hee  at a distance, and  d id  no t know 
th a t T h o u  wast near; I sought T hee  abroad, and  
behold T h o u  wast w ith in  m e” (A ugustine). T o  
step in to  a new day w ith  a rad ian t sense of the 
presence of God gives one a fortified heart. W hat 
sp iritual poverty m any C hristians endure because

of an  unw illingness to  take tim e for a d iv ine tryst!

T h e  in tensity  of the game of life dem ands oc­
casional “ tim e o u t.” Fierceness of the battlefield 
requires a tim e of truce. T h e  “hecticness” of life 
necessitates cessation, or a change from  action to 
rest. Jesus often re tired  from  the h u rry  an d  noise 
of everyday life fo r m ed ita tion  an d  prayer. We 
find H im  at Caesarea P h ilip p i w ith  H is disciples 
in  a sp iritua l re trea t an d  on the m o u n t w ith  the 
three disciples a t the tim e of H is transfiguration. 
H e recognized the soul’s need of silence a t times.

As Moses needed the solitude of M idian , E lijah  
the stillness of the cave, and  P au l the re tirem ent 
in to  A rabia, so Jesus often  w ithdrew  from  the 
crowds to be alone w ith  H is soul and  God. He 
knew the healing  force th a t comes th rough  alone- 
ness w ith  God. H e had  know n the long silence of 
the forty days in  the w ilderness, an d  of spending 
all n igh t in  prayer.

M offatt translates refreshing “b rea th in g  space.” 
H ow  little  “b reath ing  space” there is these days 
w ith all the dem ands up o n  us for action! A nd yet 
the W ord  tells us th a t the one whose m ind  is stayed 
on H im  shall be kept in  perfect peace. “T h e  world 
is too m uch w ith  us,” W ordsw orth  wrote. M an’s 
body, m ind , an d  soul need  seasons of rest and  si­
lence. Every follow er of Jesus needs to en te r the 
in n er closet of his soul and  “shu t the do o r” and 
com m une w ith  G od alone in  prayer. W e can know 
G od’s p lan  for o u r daily  lives only w hen we have 
“fenced in ” a p o rtio n  of the day an d  set it  ap a rt for 
devotion and  w aiting  on H im .

Prayer: “O God, who satisfiest the longings of 
T h y  needy children , he lp  us to  so rely up o n  Thee 
and  en te r in to  the abundance and  sufficiency of Thy 
grace and  tru th  th a t we may find strength  in  every 
weakness, courage in  every pressure, an d  wisdom 
in every perplexity; th rough Jesus C hrist o u r Lord. 
A m en.”
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Another Little Look at Life:
“Only four cents left,” R u th  said as she 

looked in  h er coin purse one Saturday 
evening.

‘‘T h a t isn’t m uch of an  offering for 
Sunday school, b u t th a t’s all there is.

T h e  charge of bigotry is im m ediately hu rled  at any­
one who suggests th a t there is anyth ing  ou t of 
place in  the idea of a R om an Catholic in  the W hite  
House.

"Let the Church Be the Church"

T h is  strik ing  phrase came ou t of the O xford 
Conference of 1937, and  calls a tten tio n  to a vital 
and  neglected tru th .

As a divine organism , the C hurch will never 
ceasc to be the C hurch. As the body of C hrist, the 
tem ple of the Spirit, the bride of the Lam b, the 
C hurch is only and  always the C hurch—the com ­
pany of the twice-born and  Bloocl-washed, the 
“called-out” ones.

As a hum an  organization, the church is always in  
danger of failing  to be the church. I t  may be­
come a glorified country club, a political action 
group, an in stitu tion  for the conservation of vested 
interests, an occasion for “K ingdom  bu ild ing ,” or 
a social service agency.

T h is is not to deny th a t fellowship is an  im por­
tan t elem ent in the life of the C hurch, th a t th rea t 
to cherished religious liberties may requ ire  m o­
bilization for political action, th a t hum anity  bleeds 
from  a dozen wounds the C hurch may m ollify by its 
social concern. But it is to affirm tha t in becom­
ing preoccupied with lesser m atters, however legiti­
m ate in  the ir place, the church may cease to  be the 
church.

T h e  C hurch in  this w orld is the channel of G od’s 
grace in to  the lives of hum an  beings. I t  is the 
sphere of the redem ptive action of the Holy Spirit.

T h e  C hurch is the people of G od on earth , a 
colony of heaven, the am bassador of its exalted 
Lord and  H ead, p lead ing  w ith men in C hrist’s 
stead to be reconciled to G od (II C orin th ians 5: 
20). I t is bigger than  any local church or denom i­
nation; yet it m anifests itself in and through  every 
Christ-exalting, Spirit-honoring local church or de 
nom ination.

T o  be the Church, the C hurch m ust live in  the 
Spirit. Its w arfare m ust not be w ith carnal w eap­
ons (II C orin th ians 10:4), bu t w ith the Sword of 
the Spirit, which is the W ord of G od (Ephesians 6: 
17). Its character m ust express the love of Christ, 
who gave him self for it, “ th a t he m ight sanctify 
and  cleanse it w ith the w ashing of water by the

word, tha t he m ight present it to him self a g lori­
ous church, no t having spot, o r w rinkle, o r any 
such th ing; b u t th a t it should  be holy and  w ithout 
blem ish” (Ephesians 5: 20-27).

I o be the C hurch, the C hurch m ust herald  a 
saving gospel. I he soft-soap of self-im provem ent, 
the tran q u illi/e rs  of peace of m ind  and  positive 
th ink ing  will not do. Only the rugged, saving tru th  
of G od tha t works a separation  from  the w orld will 
meet the needs ol a generation  to tte rin g  on the 
brink  of atom ic disaster.

T o  be the C hurch, the C hurch m ust express a 
redem ptive fellowship, a mission th a t em braces all 
of life. T h ere  is no p roper basis for church m em ­
bership o ther than  deliverance from  the pow er of 
darkness and  transla tion  “in to  the kingdom  of his 
dear Son” (Colossians 1:13).

Only by keeping its d ivine n a tu re  and  mission 
ever in m ind can the C hurch be the C hurch, “ fair 
as the m oon, clear as the sun, and  terrib le  as an 
army w ith banners” (Solom on’s Song 6:10).

Evangelism Begins with Prayer
Evangelism begins w ith prayer. Let there be no 

doub t at this point. W hile it does not stop there, 
evangelism begins in the m inistry  of intercession.

T h is  is true  of pub lic  evangelism. Evangelistic 
preaching w hich is no t born  in  and  supported  by 
prayer becomes e ith er an  exercise in  fu tility  or 
the occasion for hum an  m an ipu la tion .

It is also true in personal evangelism . Prayer cre­
ates the loving earnestness, always fell but never 
adequately pm  in words, w ithout which personal 
work may become e ither nagging or m eddling.

It is in prayer thai evangelism finds its depth. 
T h is is the qua lita tive  dim ension of soul w inning 
which may never be reported  in statistics, bu t ol 
which heaven has an adequate  record.

Evangelism m otivated  from  the place of prayer 
is not only a response to duty  bu t a result of love. 
T h e  difference betw een h u m an  program  an d  di­
vine pow er is p revailing  prayer.

It is this which gives p o in t to the call to prayer 
issued by the G eneral Assembly for the quadren-
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nium  of “Evangelism  F irst,” in to  w hich we have 
entered. B eginning Septem ber 1, all m em bers and  
friends of the C hurch  of the N azarene are urged to 
make Tuesdays from  6:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. and  
Saturdays from  6:00 p.m . to  12:00 m idn igh t times 
during  w hich special prayer shall be m ade for the 
evangelistic ou treach  of the praying ind iv idual 
C hristian , his local church, and  the denom ination  
around  the w orld.

M any churches will p lan  to organize “chains” of 
prayer th rough  these hours. O thers will wish to 
schedule prayer m eetings d u rin g  these special 
periods. All m inisters, m issionaries, and  faculty 
m em bers of N azarene schools are urged to  jo in  in 
prayer and  fasting the first W ednesday of each 
m onth  from  12:00 noon to 1:00 p.m.

May we all lay to h eart the call to intercession, 
know'ing th a t evangelism  begins w ith prayer.

Labor Day, 1960
L abor has a new dignity  since the Saviour of 

m ankind  was know n as “ the carpenter, the son of 
M ary” (M ark 6 :3 ).

Indeed, the B ible is a w orkingm an’s Book. Foil 
finds an honored  place in its pages (Proverbs 10: 
16; Rom ans 12:11), and  idleness is condem ned 
(Ecclesiastes 10:18; I T im o th y  5 :13). T h e  six days 
of labo r is as m uch a divine com m and as the one 
day of rest.

In  the O ld  T estam ent, m any laws are given for 
the p ro tection  of the laboring  m an. In  the New 
T estam ent, all of the apostles w ould seem to have 
been laborers o r tradesm en. Paul, for exam ple, was 
a weaver of goat’s-hair cloth used in m aking tents, 
a trade for w hich T arsus was fam ed in ancient 
days.

L abor Day, 1960, finds the sixty-six m illion  men 
and  women of the U.S. labor force and  the eighteen 
m illion  m em bers of organized labor facing some 
severe and  trying problem s. Increasing au tom ation  
will affect em ploym ent. T h e  ever present th reat of 
inflation clouds the fu tu re  w ith uncertain ty .

T h e  church m ust no t neglect its responsibility  to 
labor. From  its m illions come those who are the 
backbone of o u r lay m em bership. O th er m u ltip lied  
thousands are p a rt of the field in which we work. 
T h e  leavening of the C hristian  sp irit is as m uch 
needed in  labor-m anagem ent relations as in any 
o ther aspect of o u r m odern life. If Paul could ask 
prayer for all in au tho rity  in his day tha t believers 
m ight lead q u ie t and  peaceable lives in  godliness 
and  honesty (I T im othy  2:1-2), such petition  is cer­
tainly in  o rd er for us all on L abor Day, 1960.

Do 
we always th ink  of down paym ents in 
terms of money? Perhaps most of us do.

I had invited  my pastor and  his wife 
ou t to my place for d in n er one weekday. 
W hen they arrived they m entioned  they 
were ju st re tu rn in g  from  a ttend ing  the 
funeral of a little  child.

As the conversation continued, the pas­
to r told us th a t one of the Sunday school 
boys had  called and  asked him  if he w ould 
come to th e ir hom e. H is m other was m uch 
disturbed, for death  had  just taken his 
little  sister. T h e  parents w ent to ano ther 
church b u t the boy’s first though t for help  
was his pastor. Of course the pastor went.

T h e  m other was very upset, b u t was 
m uch consoled w hen the pastor to ld  h er 
tha t the child  was like a beau tifu l flowering 
bud  which h ad  been transp lan ted  to heav­
en, m aking it  m ore beautifu l. T h e n  he 
w ent on to tell her w hat a w onderful place 
heaven was for those who w ould en te r 
there.

T h e  day of the funeral this Sunday 
school boy called his pastor again and 
asked if it w ould be possible for h im  to 
come to see them  again before the time 
of the funeral. O u r pastor w ent and  found 
the m other so d ifferent this time. T h e  
m other said, “W e have always w anted a 
hom e of o u r own b u t never felt we had  
the m oney for the down paym ent.

T h e re  was no asking, “Is it w orth  the effort?” I 
knew b e tte r th an  tha t, for Sunday after Sunday I 
en ter the sanctuary weary and  depleted; then  a t the 
close of the w orship service leave w ith  a song in  my 
heart, refreshed an d  renew ed, ready for a new week.

T h e  “special” song before the serm on was special 
indeed, “Each Step I T ak e .”

T h e  H oly S pirit drew  very near as the pastor 
asked if som eone wished to testify before he began 
to preach. O ne by one they stood, so qu iet, so rev­
eren t—a young doctor, a h igh school student, a 
b rillian t science professor, and  his talen ted , b eau ti­
ful wife, an engineer, housewives, laborers, business 
people—all w ith  fresh testim onies of G od’s present 
blessings in  th e ir lives.

T w o m en stood outside the church carefully 
caressing p a in t on to  the w indow  frames. I t  was 
rou tine  m aintenance willingly carried  ou t by two 
m em bers who h ad  little  else in  common.

O ne was converted in  youth; the o ther knew  no t 
the L ord  u n til m iddle age. O ne was placid; the 
o ther em otional. O ne m an worked ra th e r m ore 
th an  he conferred, while the o ther talked ra th e r 
m ore th an  he worked. In  the board  room  they 
often stood on d ifferent sides in  debate. T h e re ­
fore, in  m any respects they were members opposite.

B ut they were workers together  in  the kingdom  
of God.

T h e  L ord ’s work is e ither m ade o r m arred  in  
d irect p ropo rtio n  to  the way C hristians of d iffering 
views e ith er work  o r war together.

G od’s sanctifying grace does no t destroy h u m an  
differences, b u t enables them  to become advan­
tageous ra th e r  than  deleterious to the  cause of 
C hrist. Spirit-filled C hristians may differ from  
each o ther in  a thousand  m inor m atters, b u t su­
prem ely, they are of one accord. I t  is th e ir desire 
to  display to the world, as well as hum an  frailty 
w ill allow, the love of G od m ade perfect in  the ir 
relations the one w ith the o ther and  in  th e ir dealing  
w ith  the w orld in  general. T h e  post-Pentecostal 
lives of P h ilip  an d  Peter, Pau l an d  B arnabas illus­
tra te  this tru th . D ifferent in  outlook, tem pera­
m ent, an d  technique, they could well have chanted  
in  unison: “T h is  one th ing  I  do.”

Indeed  two heads inclined in  slightly different 
directions can qu ite  conceivably be be tte r than  one. 
T hey  see the subject from  d ifferent angles and  so 
get a m ore com prehensive p ictu re  of the whole. 
C ertainly n o th ing  is m ore ru inous to the C hurch 
of Jesus C hrist than  carnal m em bers of varied views 
engaging in  vicious invective; b u t a sanctified  group 
of m en and  women, though  d ifferent and  varied  in  
m any ways, become members one of another. “W e 
have m any m em bers in  one body, and  all members 
have no t the same office” (Rom ans 12:4); and  all 
m em bers should be fitly joined together.

A good test of my sp iritua lity  is my a ttitu d e  to 
members opposite.

Is there a difference between hymns 
long, and common meter? Why are 
hymns, like 6-8-6-8, etc.?

There is a difference between hymns 
and songs, although these are often con­
fused. A hymn is sung in adoration 
and praise, extolling the omnipotent 
God, and is usually addressed to God. 
Elements of supplication and dedication 
may also be heard in a true hymn.

A gospel song is sung to others and 
is a proclamation of the good tidings of 
salvation through Jesus Christ. This is 
often expressed by a testimony of Chris­
tian life and experience. A message of 
admonition and/or invitation may be 
expressed in a gospel song.

The designation of the various me­
ters—short. long, common, etc.—in old 
hymnbooks described the rhythm pat­
terns of the lyrics.

Symbol of Protestant 
Amiability

Paul Blanshard, the eminent author, 
paints a vivid picture in a recent article 
about the unbelievable situation taking 
place in the heartland of America.

Havs. Kansas, is a pretty little city in 
the midwestern part of the state. I t  is 
predominantly a Roman Catholic city.

The bizarre educational arrangement 
in Hays began about nineteen years 
ago when drought and depression 
brought disaster to the whole area. The 
Roman Catholic church in Hays had 
plunged into an overambitious building 
program. The church authorities had 
felt compelled to mortgage the church, 
and faced with foreclosure on all their 
property, they came to the Hays School 
Board about December 1, 19-11, and said 
in effect: "You must help our school 
or we will have to close it.” This hap­
pened in almost the exact way in Vin­
cennes, Indiana, in 1939, when three 
Roman Catholic schools were suddenly 
“dum ped” upon the public treasury as 
an emergency measure. But the Vin­
cennes emergency was ended by a law­
suit, and by mutual consent within a 
five-year period. The Hays emergency

has been running for nineteen years.
The school board of Hays was made 

up of reasonable and merciful men. 
They knew that a new public school 
could not be built in a hurry, especially 
at a time when all supplies were re­
stricted by defense. They did the rea­
sonable thing and rented the Roman 
Catholic school as a “ temporary” public 
school for a rental large enough to 
cover operational costs, directed that it 
should be run without religious educa­
tion in the classrooms, hired all the 
qualified Roman Catholic nuns as pub­
lic school teachers, and kept the Roman 
Catholic children in school. It was 
clearly understood that this was only 
an “emergency” measure. By a gentle­
men’s agreement there were three Prot­
estants and three Roman Catholics on 
the school board. The years crept by, 
and whenever a Protestant board mem­
ber suggested that the emergency was 
over, the Roman Catholic members re­
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plied that they couldn’t act too quickly.
Protestant businessmen whose cus­

tomers were largely Roman Catholic 
and Protestant lawyers whose clients 
were largely Roman Catholic joined in 
endorsing “educational peace," even at 
the expense of the Constitution. In ­
stead o£ giving up the public subsidy, 
the Roman Catholics engaged in new 
drives for expansion: an expensive new 
convent has been built, plans announced 
for a new girls’ high school, and about 
six years ago they actually built a new 
school-and-church combination. Instead 
of supporting this new project, they 
calmly attached it to the public pay­
roll.

Now Hays has two Roman Catholic 
public schools, one with 882 students 
and the other with 465. Between them 
they have the great majority of all the 
elementary students of the city. The 
three bona fide public schools are great­
ly overshadowed. On the public records 
the two Roman Catholic schools are 
called Jefferson East and Jefferson West. 
But on the front of Jefferson West are 
carved in stone the words, “St. Joseph’s 
School.” And just to make sure that 
the name Jefferson East is only a cour­
tesy title, the new school has erected 
in letters of steel on the public Roman 
Catholic school the words, “Immaculate 
Heart of Mary School.” On the outside 
is a ten-foot statue of the Virgin Mary, 
and the tower is surmounted by a cross.

“Is all this important? If Hays were 
the only community where such con­
ditions exist, it could be convenient­
ly forgotten. But Hays is a symbol of 
something very much bigger than itself. 
It is a symbol of amiable Protestantism 
retreating in confusion before a few de­
termined Roman Catholic citizens who, 
with the noblest of motives, want a 
dual school system established in Ameri­
ca at public expense in the European 
manner. There is at stake here some­
thing quite basic in the American way 
of life. If the Hays system is allowed 
to continue, the phenomenon may 
mushroom into a new pattern of segre­
gated—segregated by c r  e e d—sectarian 
education supported by ‘tolerant’ tax­
payers.”

It is time that all Nazarenes thought 
well of their duty to vote properly in 
the coming election. If anyone thinks 
that these things would diminish under 
a Roman Catholic president, he is naive 
indeed. T he entire Protestant com­
munity is indebted to Paul Blanshard 
for bringing the “Hays story” to our 
attention. Now it will remain for Prot­
estant businessmen, lawyers, and citizens 
to shrug off the epithet of prejudice, 
and fight to help keep church and 
state separated.

God Reveals to Isaiah

G o ld e n  T e x t :  He shall judge among 
the nations, and shall rebuke many 
people: and they shall beat their swords 
into plowshares, and their spears into 
pruninghooks: nation shall not lift up  
sword against nation, neither shall they 
learn xcar any more (Isaiah 2:4).

T he pursuit of peace and peaceful 
coexistcnce has been the desire of all 
men who follow the lowly Nazarene. 
There is a real sense in which there 
can never be real or lasting peace in 
this world. For only as men know the 
Prince of Pcace personally can there be 
a real peace. So long as Satan is the 
prince of the power of the air, there 
will be strife. But we are not to de­
spair. Christ has promised to return, 
and we must pursue peace with God 
and our fellow men as long as we are 
in the flesh.

Teach His Ways: We must not put 
the cart before the horse. We cannot 
legislate righteousness. His command is 
that we sit at His feet and learn of 
Him. Many try to live by a part of 
the golden rule and the Sermon on the 
Mount without a personal regenerating 
and sanctifying experience with the 
Master Teacher. To try to live ac­
cording to His standards without His 
enabling power is but to try to be holy 
by building our own Tower of Babel. 
We need His Word and His grace to 
know real peace w ithin and with our 
fellow men.

Walk in His Paths: Very often the 
missionary must instruct and teach for 
several years before he sees many real 
conversions. The Sunday school arm of 
the church is the seed sower. We must 
teach and cultivate for the harvest. Even 
in teaching we teach for a decision. It 
is only after the crises experiences that 
we can walk in His paths.

T he fences of our parents, the church, 
and godly people serve to keep us in

llie way when we are young. But we 
must choose for ourselves the old paths 
and listen to the “still small voice” to 
keep us in the center of this way.

Learn War No More: Isaiah’s vision 
of a warless world is the dream of all 
God-fearing men. But it will come only 
as the righteous Ruler, that is, Jesus 
Christ, brings in His kingdom and we 
have met the conditions of peace.

We are starting to build the Kingdom 
rightly when we make our personal 
peace with God and pursue peace with 
our fellow men by sharing with them 
our Saviour. Only in Christ is there 
true pcace. As He is given pre-eminence 
we shall have peace among the people, 
this nation, and the nations of the 
world.

W e must make our Christianity work. 
May we prove we’ve been with Jesus 
by building His kingdom and by living
in obedience to His will!

Olivet Nazarene College
Plans for a conference in observance 

of the four hundredth anniversary of the 
birth of James Arminius to be held 
October fi and 7, on the Olivet Nazarene 
College campus. Kankakee, Illinois, have 
been announced by Dr. John H. Cotner, 
chairman of the Division of Religion 
and Philosophy.

The two-day conference honoring the 
sixteenth-centurv Dutch theologian after 
whom the Arminian school of Protestant 
theology has been named will be led by 
Dr. Carl Bangs, associate professor of 
religion and philosophy at Olivet.

Dr. Bangs’s research, writing, and lec­
turing on Arminius have brought him 
recognition as one of the outstanding 
American authorities on the Dutch theo- 
loeian. The Olivet professor has par­
ticipated in most of the American 
Arminius celebrations this year, includ­
ing those of the American Society of 
Church History and the American Theo­
logical Society. He also participated in 
the Arminius Symposium at Amsterdam, 
Holland.

Dr. Bangs will give two principal lec­
tures during the Olivet conference: one 
on “Arminius and Protestantism" and 
one on “Enduring Values of Arminius.”

Other lecturers for the conference will 
be Dr. H. Orton Wilev. president emeri­
tus and professor of theoloijv.
