Organized Religion in America
T here  is no doubt that organized religion in 

America is nourishing. All the latest figures go to 
prove this iact. According to the latest Yearbook 
of American Churches, the num ber of local churches 
increased from 281),000 to .11 -1,300 in the last ten 
years. T h e  numbei ol church members rose from 
8(5,830,000 to I I 2,22(5,000 in the same length ol time. 
I he percentage ol the total population  belonging 

to some chinch has risen from 57 per cent in 1950 
to (>1.3 per cent in 15(59.

Financially, the picture looks good also. T h e  
value ol church properties tripled in a decade, from 
55,235,000,OOO.OO to 315,(>00,000,000.00. Church con­
struction passed the billion-dollar mark for the first 
time m 1 !)(>(), with S I ,075,000,000.00 expected for 
1 !)(>I . Contributions lor religious purposes totaled 
over lour billion dollars in l!)l>(), and per capita 
giving for religion in America now stands at an all- 
time high of S(>5). I 3.

O ur own denomination has done its share and 
more in adding to these figures. O u r  membership 
is up from 258,331 in 15)50 to 372,179 (including 
foreign missions, full and probationary) , almost 50 
per cent in ten years. T h e  num ber of Na/arene
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churches has grown from 1,1 11 to 5,(532 in the ten- 
year period. Giving has increased from 21 million 
to -15 million dollars per year, and net value of 
church properly from (55 million to 171 million dol­
lars. Per capita giving for the Church of the Naza- 
rcne is up from S10-1 to SI 12. For all this we 
humbly thank God.

Yet the suspic ion lingers that all is not well on 
the church scene. Along with all-time highs in 
church membership and giving have come all-time 
highs in crime and juvenile delinquency. For every 
dollar given for religious purposes, five  dollars are 
spent for liquor and tobacco. T h e  streets of many 
of our c ities are unsafe at night, and racial animosi­
ties and violence threaten deep cleavages which we 
can ill aliord. Over all hangs the red cloud of in­
ternational communism, and sinister tentacles of 
intrigue run like a cancerous invasion through the 
body politic.

Even within the religious fold, the quantita tive 
measures are more promising than the qualitative 
realities. T housands of church members never 
darken the door of the church. They are married 
in the chinch and buried from the church, and 
that is about it. O ther thousands a ttend divine 
worship on Faster and at Christmas.

It is hard to estimate how many churches are 
dark on Sunday night. T h e  num ber is probably 
well over a qua r te r  of a million. Many churches, 
well lighted, are blit half a ttended or less. Some 
churches have gone to identical services on Sunday 
morning, not because they cannot handle  the 
crowds, bu t because numbers of their members 
would like to get their churchgoing over early in 
order to give them time for their planned outings 
or yard work or even real-estate selling.

Then , who can tell how many churches, evangeli­
cal or otherwise, never see a soul converted and 
never receive a member by profession of faith? Even 
in our own Zion there are congregations tha t go 
for months with no spiritual fruit in lives touched 
by the redemptive gospel we preach.

These are not times for complacency. If there 
was ever a clay when the Church of the living God 
could afford a passive a tt i tude  and a nonaggressivc 
program, it  is not today. T h e  dangers are imme­
diate and clear, and the hour is very late.

Let us flee as from the plague itsell the tendency 
to be satisfied with little cells of self-righteous and 
self-centered saintliness. God has given us much to 
work with, and the field is limitless in its possi-

I Know That 
God Is

W H E N  in the icy blue darkness of 
winter I watch a cold wind swagger 
through the yard, shouldering the young 
hemlocks with their boughs sloped b e ­
neath the load of snow, saluting young 
spruces s tanding bolt  upright,  refusing 
to recognize or heed the white weight 
upon their twigs, and I hear winter 
thunder  growling over dark, frosty 
bones, ice gleams on the rivers as bright 
as scoured armor plate, and snow 
tumbles everywhere—I know that God is 
love!

W hen  spring begins to bud, maples 
burn  with color, willow' trees let down 
their soft green hair , mountains show 
forth their  tresses of waterfalls, h u m ­
mingbirds da r t  and reel, the cockerel 
sun climbs aloft and steeps in sweetness 
his beams of light, I stand un d e r  the 
cobalt sky and listen to a redbird  open­
ing his heart  in a tiny crescendo which 
chimes like the tinkle of a heavenly bell 
—and I know' that  God is love!

W hen I wander through sequestered 
thickets in the warmth of summer and 
listen to the chant of crickets, the sad. 
echoing song of the emerald, full- 
throated toad, watch the m orning mist 
spilling through furrows of the sun, and
I start at the graceful exit  of a cotton­
tail, I know tha t  God is love!

And then when the blue, plum 
colored dusk drowns the pomegranate* 
red sun and the whole world becomes 
hushed in au tum n. I lean against the 
night,  listen to the small sonatas of 
falling leaves, and wink at the horned, 
mischievous moon as it tiptoes on the 
threshold of the night trying on an 
outfit of warmer gold—then I k n o w -  
deep. clear, and strong—that  God is 
love!
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Being then made free from  sin, . . . (Romans 
(3:18).
EVERY genuinely born-again believer wants to 
live a victorious Christian life. But not all do. T h e  
reason is tha t soon after one has “passed from 
death u n to  life,” he finds there is within his breast 
that “na tu re  of sin" which in terms of R om ans 7 
declares, “W hen  I would do good, evil is present 
with m e” (v. 21). Is this the best tha t God can do 
for us in respect to sin? Indeed not. As Paul says, 
“Shall we continue in the sin  [Greek], that grace 
may abound?” His answer is, “God forbid” (R o­
mans G:1-2).

Paul then proceeds to outline  for us the divine 
plan for full deliverance from the sin principle. 
T h e re  are three steps for us to consider:

1
First, the realization. T h is  is found in verses 

(3 to 10. W e see the fact of deliverance: "H e  died 
un to  the sin." (T h e  original Greek reads “the 
sin” all th rough  this chapter  except in verse 11.) 
Th is  is in keeping with o ther scriptures. Jo h n  1:29 
records John the 15aptist as saying, “Behold the 
Lam b of God, which taketh away the sin of the 
world.” In II Corin th ians 5:21 we read, “ For lie 
ha th  made him  to be sin for us, who knew no sin; 
that we m ight be made the righteousness of God in 
him .” I t  is not difficult for most people to believe 
that Christ died for ou r  sins, bu t  it seems difficult 
for them  to grasp the fact tha t  H e died for their 
sin, the old carnal nature. But unless God could 
provide for the sin principle as well as for the sins 
committed, the sin na tu re  would be greater than 
G od’s power.

Next, we note tha t  “our old m an is crucified 
with h im ” (v. 6 ) .  T h is  is ano ther  proof of the 
above sta tem ent tha t l i e  died for ou r  sin. But see 
here the reason for His death: “ tha t  . . . sin m ight 
be destroyed”— not counteracted, not suppressed, 
but destroyed. And the reason for its destruction 
was tha t “henceforth we should not serve sin." 
]esus said tha t he who serves sin is the servant ol 
sin. N ot too m any of us want to admit that, in our 
unsaved state, sin was ou r  master, and few care to 
acknowledge that, altei we professed faith in Christ, 
many times we still gave way to tha t old m an w ith ­
in. T h e  reason tha t  Christ died for sin was that 
we should not serve sin, b u t  ra ther  become love 
slaves to H im .

II
T h e  second principle is that of identification.  

This  is found in verses 2 to 5. Note that we are

identified with His crucifixion (verses 3-4). We 
are baptized into Jesus’ death. Paul gives an  il­
lustration of what he means here by baptism in 
another instance, 1 Corinthians 10:2. Speaking of 
the children of Israel and Moses, he says, “ . . . And 
were all baptized unto  Moses in the cloud and  in 
the sea.” T h a t  is, in this experience there was a 
dose, personal, intimate relationship; an identifica­
tion with the o ther person.

We get the same idea from Galatians 3:27, “For 
as many of you as have been baptized into Christ 
have put on Christ.” T h a t  is, they have pu t  on 
Christ’s nature. Now note verse 7, "H e that is 
dead is freed from sin" (Romans f>). In the case 
of Christ it was the penalty of sin which l ie  took 
upon himself. In our case ii is the power of sin. 
Paul knew exactly what he had in mind, for only a 
few years before he had experienced it for himself: 
"I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; 
yet not I, but Christ liveth in me" (Galatians 
2 :20 ) .

We are also to identify ourselves with His resur­
rection (Romans 0:1-5) . Christ was “raised u p ” 
by the glory of the Father. His resurrection was a 
divine operation; so is our being made free from 
sin. W hen we identify ourselves with His death for 
our sin. in response to ou r  act of faith in 11 is fin­
ished work, God performs the work of cleansing. 
We could never cleanse ourselves from that re­
m ainder of sin. Only God the Holy Ghost can 
do that. In case we question the power of God at 
this point, rem em ber that the same power that 
raised Christ from the dead is that available for 
cleansing. T o  doub t the one is to doubt the other.

T h e  result of being made free from sin is newness 
of life. W e are no more un d e r  the control of the 
sin principle than Christ was subject to death after 
the Resurrection. T h e  secret of ou r  day-by-day 
victory is our dependence upon  His strength. We 
do not depend upon ourselves; we depend upon 
1 lis gi a< c.

I l l
Ih e  third principle is that of appropriation  

(vv. 11-13). We are to reckon ourselves "to  be 
dead indeed un to  sin, but alive un to  God.” T h is  
is the same word as “ im puta tion” in the previous 
chapter. In response to ou r  faith in the work of 
Christ, God cleanses us from that old nature  of sin. 
T h is  is in keeping with Christ’s statement to Paul, 
recorded in Acts 26:18, . . sanctified by faith that 
is in me." Faith for cleansing is not in what we do,

Hundreds of K orean v illages are w ithout any  
gospel w itness. If they hear of Christ at all, it 
w ill have to be through some Christian relative  
or friend, who m ay happen to v isit their v illage  
and testify  of the Saviour.

In one large area the Church of the N azarene  
is the only evangelical church the people have  
ever heard named. The word N azarene is 
synonym ous w ith  the word Christian. W hat a 
challenge to our N azarenes to live  Christ before  
these people! But there are only two or three  
churches in  the w hole area. The rest of the v il­
lages have no gospel m essage at all.

A  preaching point like the one at Chang Li, 
though sm all and hum ble, has an in flu en ce far 
beyond the borders of that one village.

Pray that these Chang L i Christians, and hun­
dreds like them in South K orea, m ay w itn ess  
so brightly that Christ w ill becom e real to scores 
of others.

G ive in the T hanksgiving O ffering, that the 
K orean Church of the N azarene m ay be able to 
m ove into these needy v illages w ith  the m essage  
of salvation.

but in what He did for us. This  is appropriating  
faith. W ith  it goes the challenge not to let sin 
reign in our mortal bodies.

Along with appropriating  faith is consecration. 
We are to “yield ourselves,” the personal aspect of 
consecration. T h is  is usually the hardest thing for 
us to do: and failure here is what keeps faith from 
taking hold. We are still wanting to hold on to 
self too much. W hen Jesus died for us. He died 
to His own personal desiies and reached a place 
whete He could sav. "Not my will, hut thine, lie 
clone" (Luke 21’: 12). Nothing less than that quality 
of consecration will bring us the blessing we need.

I'm thennore, there must he- a consecration of the 
"members” of oin bodies. We do not make a 
“once for a ll” consecration in the sense that we do 
nothing further about it. T h e  consecration needed 
for cleansing is needed to be kept clean. I t  is a 
progressive as well as a constant surrender. So long 
as we keep surrendered, the cleansing works. T h is  
i-> the truth of the promise, "If we walk in the

light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one 
with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son 
cleanseth us from all s in” (I Jo h n  1:7).

T here  is a fountain  opened to the house of 
David for sin and  uncleanness. T o  each soul trou­
bled by that old sin nature  there is offered deliver­
ance. We must realize that Christ died for our sin, 
as well as for our sins. We must identify ourselves 
with tha t death and resurrection; and  we must 
appropria te  the finished work lor o u r  own cleans­
ing. Once one "sees” through the eye of faith that 
Christ died for his sin, he will never doub t the 
power of God to cleanse and  to keep him  free from 
the power of sin. "Being m ade free from sin, and 
become servants to God, ye have your fru i t  un to  
holiness, and the end everlasting life” (Romans 
(»: 22) .

Shining 
Lights 
Can Me 
Shining Lives!

NAZARENES are be­
coming very conscious 

? of o u r  denom inational 
e m p h a s i s  “Shining 
Lights on S u n d a y  

Nights." Each shining light declares the faith of 
G od’s people tha t m en ’s lives will be changed d u r ­
ing this period of vigorous Sunday night evange­
lism.

Each Nazarene is confident tha t the Holy Spirit 
will aid especially during  this time to make the 
"le tter” live, to make the “law” effective, giving 
gracious liberty to His people during  this fourteen- 
week emphasis from October 1 through  Decem­
ber 31.

T h e  Apostle Paul expressed in II Corin th ians 
1:1-7 (especially verse 7) a sound basis for ou r  hope 
of success during  this period of special evangelism. 
He declares that we have this “ treasure in earthen



vessels,” referring to the gospel and its penetrating 
power and light, augm ented l>y 110 o ther  than  the 
wonderful Holy Spirit.

In  verse one, Paul speaks of our “ministry” that 
is carried 011 u n d e r  the leadership and blessing of 
God. U n d e r  such leadership, we are not surprised 
that we are led to evangelistic emphases, with re­
sulting conversions, lives adorned with the gospel 
with all of its brightness and hope.

Many churches of o ther denom inations will con­
tinue to keep their  churches closed and their lights 
off during  this period. Paul declares tha t lie who 
hides the gospel is none other than  the “god of ihi-. 
w orld” (v. 1), or Satan.

Reason finds it difficult to believe tha t such an 
explosive and  expansive th ing as our gospel can be 
h idden. Worse yet, if it is hidden, "it is h id  to 
them that are lost” (v. 3) . W h a t  a tragedy— the 
gospel h idden  in this day of spiritual darkness! 
Satan puts blinders upon the slaves of sin, keeping 
them in a state of privation and ignorance, never 
perm itt ing  them to see, know, 01 experience a 
be tter  way. H ow  m uch this is like the Russian 
rulers and  their peoplel

Satan fears most for his slaves to get a glimpse of 
Jesus Christ, “who is the image of G o d ” (v. 4 ) .  
W h a t  a difference it  makes to the “slave of sin” 
to discover Jesus, and  to know His love, His tender­
ness, and  His forgiveness!

“ O u r  shining lights” will make “shining lives” 
if we can get the blind, the lame, and  the lost into 
the brightness of real Sunday n igh t  evangelism. 
T h is  is not "rocking chair” o r  Sunday night “T V ” 
evangelism— this is light-bringing evangelism!

W e know Jesus can dispel the darkness— He 
d id  it  for us! T h e  scripture states it  well: “ For 
God, who com m anded the light to shine ou t of 
darkness, ha th  shined in  our hearts, to give the 
light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the 
face of Jesus Chris t” (v. 6).

Since the h o u r  of o u r  conversion, we have sought 
“by manifestation of the t ru th ” to com m end “o u r ­
selves to every m a n ’s conscience in  the sight of 
G o d ” (v. 2 ) .  W e discovered soon enough tha t this 
called for a deeper walk— the walk of heart  purity, 
of entire sanctification, of “holiness, w ithout which 
no m an shall see the Lord.”

W e marvel ceaselessly a t  the wonderful imparta- 
tion of the gospel, by the grace of God, in our 
“earthen  vessels.” T h is  treasure, subject to every 
frailty, each personality difficulty, each weakness, 
we yet found sufficient for all of that, and  enough 
left over to display the image of Christ in o u r  life. 
W e know the “pow er” is of “God, and not of us” 
(v. 7).

O u r  churches will clean their  lights, shine the 
shades, and  pray un til  this light of Sunday night 
evangelism becomes effective in changing lives— 
lives tha t  will shine for the glory of God.

EARLY IN  LIFE we learned the lesson of sharing 
with others. We were taught to “divvy u p ” with 
brothers, sisters, and playmates when we were so 
fortunate  as to acquire some delectable tidbit while 
those around  us had none.

T hey  told us tha t their 
children could not get enough ho t dogs an d  cold 
cuts while home on furlough, tha t  w hat is common 
to us is luxury to them. T hey  had  been home 011 
furlough twice in fifteen years and  were ready to 
re tu rn  to the field, this time to leave two teen-age 
daughters to complete their formal education. They  
know they will not see them for two and  one-half 
years (possibly f ive ) , yet they were going, willingly, 
not asking for sympathy bu t  o u r  prayers.

Does our church have a right to ask us for one 
million dollars in the T hanksgiv ing  o r Easter 
Offering? She most certainly does, in light of the 
fact that our giving is usually ou t of the abundance 
with which God has so signally prospered us. She 
could ask for ten million dollars an d  still no t come 
up  with an even balance.

O u r  evangelists (whom I like to call o u r  mis­
sionaries on the home front) go ou t to the field 
of their calling w ithout complaint, b u t  rejoicing 
that God has counted them worthy, not only to 
work bu t to suffer for Him. Suffer, d id  you say? 
Most certainly! O u r  evangelists spend weeks and 
months away from home and  loved ones in carry­
ing on the great work of evangelism in ou r  church. 
T hey  have 110 parsonages furnished them; they 
must pay their own traveling expenses while keep­
ing a home for the family.

W hile  we pastors receive ou r  salaries fifty-two 
weeks out of the year, the evangelists are paid  only 
when they preach— and they w ould preach more 
if they could. T h e  t ru th  is tha t sum m er activities 
idle most of our evangelists, as docs the m onth  of 
December, when churches are busy with p repa ra ­
tions for Christmas and  thus have 110 revivals. T h e  
evangelist becomes a victim of circumstances, 
th rough  no design of his own. For this reason I 
feel tha t no evangelist is ever overpaid, b u t  many 
are underpaid .

At Christmas time ou r  churches are very k ind
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in remembering the pastor an d  his family w ith  a 
gift to show their  Jove an d  appreciation, and  for 
this we arc most thankful. B u t what about the 
evangelist? His gift is a m o n th ’s vacation (without 
p a y ) . These evangelists have children who want 
and  deserve to enjoy Christmas just the same as 
ou r  children.

W h a t  can we do abou t it? For the past two 
years, on a suggestion from our D epartm ent of 
Evangelism, we have sent a Christmas card to each 
full-time evangelist we have had in our church, 
and enclosed a small gift of money. T h e  am ount 
is small, bu t  th ink  what it would mean if an evan­
gelist had  twenty meetings, and each church sent 
him ten dollars— some two hu n d red  dollars for 
Christmas. I t  w ould  m ean so m uch to the re­
cipient and cost so little to the donor.

T he replies we received were so filled with 
gra ti tude  we could almost see the tears of joy 
which flowed as the replies were written, and the 
blessing we received was worth far more than  what

we had given. It made us wish we had given more.
Let us step back and take a new look at the 

balance of blessings. We have so much, others 
so little. Let us do the very best we can for 0111 
evangelists; let us rally to the great missionary 
cause of our church— let us who have so much 
give to those who have so little. Let us follow the 
adm onition  of the Master when He told us that 
if we had  two coats we should give to him who 
had none. Let us be motivated by that philosophy 
learned in childhood. Let us give . . . “that there 
mav be equality”!

A CHRISTMAS PREVIEW

D U R IN G  T H E  LA ST FEW  YEARS we have 
heard  m uch in ou r  churches and from our  pulpits 
abou t “keeping Christ in Christmas.” And most 
of us who call ourselves evangelical Christians 
have tried to do this. W e do not substitute X  for 
Christ; ive tell ou r  children the real Christmas 
story; we sing the sacred carols; we try to pu t  more 
emphasis on giving than  “getting” ; and we try to 
look beyond the shopping, the Santa Clauses, the 
tinsel, the brigh t lights— to the real m eaning of 
Christmas.

But it  has come to the w riter’s a tten tion  that 
there is one o ther  area in which many of us could 
do more to keep Christ in  Christmas. T h a t  area 
is the Christmas card. Christmas cards are a very

wonderful avenue by which separated friends may 
get in touch once a year; and, in the writer’s o p in ­
ion, it is altogether proper to wish each other 
“A Blessed Christmas.” But my objection is this; 
Many of the cards we send have no m ention of 
Christ or of the real meaning of Christmas.

One h undred  and twenty-two cards came into 
our home last Christmas. Forty-nine of these made 
no m ention in any way of Christ or the Bible 
description of Christmas. Some of the remaining 
seventy-three had  only a snow-covered church or a 
similar emblem to vaguely give honor  to the real 
m eaning of Christmas. T h e  pull of the world in 
every area is away from spiritual things. Let us do 
all we can to keep Christmas spiritual—even our 
Christmas cards.

We take pleasure in presenting in this issue of

W h a t  we used to know as Armistice Day 
is now Veterans Day. It provides opportun ity  for 
a salute to the more than  seven thousand young 
Nazarenes on active duty, as well as the chaplains 
who, as “ministers in un ifo rm ,” represent ou r  
church in the armed forces of the U nited  States.

Certainly we need a brisk checking-up and  going- 
over as to ou r  externals.

W e also adm it tha t it is im portan t  and  necessary 
that we pray more, work more, and give more 
so that souls m ight be saved and  sanctified, and 
our beloved church advanced. But unless we are 
morally righteous before God, ou r  prayers, works, 
and giving do not go very far. In  fact, if the in ­
side of the cup were more clean, we would need 
less polishing on the outside.

Someone has said, “Purity  is power.” T h e  re­
vival we need isn’t going to come through  sacri­
fice, through sacrificial praying, working, or giv­
ing. God would ra ther have obedience. N or  is the 
revival going to come through  the wearing of sack­
cloth or the fearless preaching against trolleys. No, 
that is just an  easy way out.

I t ’s easy for a preacher or a layman to put on a 
dark  suit. I t ’s easy to pray a long prayer in public 
or go visiting the lost or give one hu n d red  dollars 
in the offering. Almost any old hypocrite can do 
that. But it takes real grace for a m an to examine 
his heart, find it void of honesty, and adm it it to 
himself.

Yes, i t ’s hard, bu t there’s no other way— if we're 
going to have the revival we need!

New Guinea Medical Training
B y  M ARY A LIC E CONDER 

N e w  G u in ea
We have a class of eight “doctor boys” 

who meet each Saturday morning for 
training. One of these boys works full 
time in the dispensary b u t  the others 
come only once a week. After two more 
months’ training, two of the others will 
stay here full time and learn on the 
job. T h e  classroom work is essential bu t  
they learn much more by observation.

Medical work here in New Guinea is 
different from many placcs. Every five 
or ten miles through the area there is 
an aid post where a government doctor 
boy is stationed. He is capable of treat­
ing all minor ailments, malaria,  p neu­
monia. and many other common diseases. 
O ur  mission station is located at a point 
w here three main roads converge. When 
the boys a t  the government aid posts 
have patients they cannot treat, they 
carry them to me on a bamboo stretcher. 
We do what we can for them here. If 
their illness is beyond my ability, then 
I take them to the government doctor, 
and from there they are flown ou t  to 
a better equipped hospital if necessary, 
for X ray or surgery.

My medical boys are not yet as well 
trained as the government boys but they 
will be in a few years’ time. It takes 
five or six years to make a really good 
helper from these boys. Nine out of 
ten patients who come need only cough 
medicine or a small bandage, etc., which 
these boys can take care of very well.

In Trinidad
Russell and I continue to work at the 

Bible school here in T rin idad  and count 
it a privilege to be serving the Lord in 
this area. Besides our school work we 
have charge of the preaching point of 
Piarco Village, near the airport.  T h e  
people arc East Indian and have staunch 
H indu and Muslim backgrounds, along 
with some of the manv other religions 
of the West Indies. Presently wre arc 
concerned about land for a church bu i ld ­
ing. T he government is wanting part
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<>l Ilif village to build a road to the new 
air terminal.  1 his means moving sixty 
lamilies with about three hundred peo­
ple. Most of our Sunday school children 
and adults who attend the services live 
in this section.

(»od is working in the hearts of the 
people and we see progress in the year 
and a hall that  we have had charge of 
the work. A tine national couple, s tu ­
dents from British Guiana. help in the 
Sunday school and voting people's serv­
ices. I he Murgans are Fast Indians, so 
they In right in with the program.

Sunday there is ;i great “ Kvangelism 
I irst rally at the St. James h eadquar­
ters church. All ol the missionaries and 
I rinidadians are anticipating a glorious 

day with the Lord. These are crucial 
davs in the West Indies.—T uf.lm a Brunt .

All ol the publishing house property 
was previously deeded to the General 
Hoard, excepting an area on the corner 
of 63rd and Woodland which is directly 
east of t lie proposed General Hoard 
Building. Plans call for a bookstore 
there, after the General Board Building 
is finished.

As the final link to the building pro­
gram. the erection of a new publishing 
plant adjacent to the General Hoard 
Building is planned.

G o l d e n  T e x t : Hear ye one another’s 
burdens, and so fu lf i l  th e  law of Christ 
(G alatians 6 :2 ).

Notice, please, th e  sim plicity of this 
portion  of scrip ture. B ut how? Look at 
the words. Shepherd. Is there  anything 
m ore comm on than  that? And w hat is 
lie doing? Separating the  sheep from 
the goats. And what a separationl T he 
sheep in to  everlasting happiness, the 
goats in to  everlasting dam nation! T h e  
Son of M an in H is glory—the holy an ­
gels in p lain  view—the th rone  of glory 
up lifted —the judgm ents of th e  nations 
at h and—and the  sim ple story of a 
shepherd  and sheep and goats tell the 
tale!

W hen the final separation  was made, 
a great try  split the  air. How come? 
The Shepherd answered so sim ply, and 

again we go to the  words. H unger. 
T h irs t. Strangeness. Nakedness. Sick­
ness. Im prisonm ent. And it was upon 
these that the  e ternal gates swung!

(ju st aside here: I w ould have held 
ou t for orthodoxy. O r affiliation . O r 
place. O r bearing. O r acceptance. O r 
som ething of great significance. Some­
th ing  that would bu ild  the  ego. Some­
th in g  that only the  big do!)

It seems like big gates should swing 
on big hinges. A "cup  of cold water" 
hinge seems so little . B ut I reckon it 
is so easy to become conscious of the 
"h inge” that we could miss th e  “gate.” 
It s like a fellow so aware of his good- 
iicns th a t  he forgets the  Cross. Seems 
like it cou ldn 't he done. B ut all of us 
know th a t it can.

There was not a person a t the  judg­
m ent who would have refused the  Lord 
food and  water. T h a t  is. if he had 
known.

lt certainly is. But if this question is 
meant to imply that no further work of 
grace beyond regeneration is necessary, 
then a word of caution is in order.

If you will look carefully at John 
3:3-7, you will see that  Jesus does not 
say that all who are ever born again 
will enter the kingdom of Heaven. 
What l ie  savs is that no one can see the 
kingdom of God who is not born again. 
\n d  there is really quite  a difference. 

You see. I can say. “ Except an au tom o­
bile has gasoline in the tank, it cannot 
travel from Kansas Citv to St. Louis." 
I his is true. But it does not mean that 

all cars with gasoline in the tank will 
in.ike the trip  from Kansas Citv to St. 
I ouis.

T he  same Bible which savs. "Ye must 
lie born again." also savs. “ Follow peace 
with all men. and holiness, without 
which no man shall see the Lord"

(Hebrews 12:11). T h e  same Book 
which says. " T h e  Lord is . . . not will­
ing that any should perish, b u t  tha t  all 
should come to repentance" (II l’etcr 
.'!:!>) . also says. "For this is the will of 
God. even your sanctification" (I Thes- 
salonians 1:3) . "God so loved the 
world, that  he gave his only begotten 
Son. that  whosoever belicveth in him 
should not perish, but have everlasting 
life" (John 3:1(5); but in addition. 
"Christ also loved the church, and gave 
himself lor it: that  he might sanctify 
and cleanse it with the washing of 
water In the word" (Ephesians 5:25-26). 
It is true that, "being now justified bv 
his blood, we shall be saved from wrath 
through him " (Romans .">:!)) ; it is also 
true that "Jesus also, that lie might 
sanctify Ihe people with his own blood, 
suffered without the gale” (Hebrews 
13:12).

A rc  peop le  C h r is tia n s  w ho  m ak e  a g re e m e n ts  a n d  th e n  b re a k  th em ?
It all depends on the circumstances of 

the breaking of the agreement. T here  
is a difference between a forgotten p rom ­
ise and a broken promise. T h ere  is also 
the case where a person might agree lo 
do something, onlv to find that he was 
unable to keep his agreement.

However, I assume you mean instances 
where agreements are made, and then 
deliberately broken when they might 
have been kept. Such would be sinful,

and inconsistent with a Christian p ro­
fession. I n be a real Christ ian is to be 
as good as one's word. Even in the 
case where an agreement cannot be kept 
because of circumstances beyond the con­
trol of the individual,  the person to 
whom the word has been given should 
be contacted and the circumstances ex­
plained. T h is  is just common morality, 
as well as Christian ethics.
